Georgia Southern University, a member institution of the University
System of Georgia, is the largest and most comprehensive center of higher
education in the southern half of Georgia. A residential campus of 16,100
students, Georgia Southern is one of the top universities of choice in Georgia
for new freshmen and for HOPE Scholars. Students come from almost every
U.S. state and 86 nations, bringing a broad spectrum of backgrounds, inter-
ests and talents to the University community.

The University's hallmark is a superior undergraduate experience em-
phasizing academic distinction, excellent teaching and student success. Geor-
gia Southern focuses first on students and what they value: a well-rounded
college experience, a faculty where professors’ first priority is teaching and a
campus environment that encourages learning and growing.
