Now circulating in the pool of
good literature is Nevil Shute’s
“Vinland, The Good.” It is written
in the form of a screen-play, and
course, liberally sprinkled
with directions which ‘mar some-
what the smoothness of the reading.
However, it’s still an intensely in-
teresting relation of the true dis-
covery of America. It is chock-full
of the dry, English humor at its
best.

The story concerns a young pro-
fessor who has just returned from
the army to his old job in a public
school.
