‘The Reader,” written by Bernhard 
Schlink, will be facilitated by John Steinberg, associate professor of history. The book tells of a love 
affair between a young man and older woman during World War II in Nazi Germany. It follows their 
lives to a meeting several years later at a war crimes trial.

Annual animal examinations 

More than 100 animals at Georgia Southern University’s Center for Wildlife Education will receive 
their annual physical examinations on Saturday and Sunday, Jan. 13 and 14. 

The physical exams will be conducted by a group of veterinary medicine students from the 
University of Georgia. Georgia Southern students who work at the Wildlife Center will assist with the 
physical exams. 

A wide variety of raptors, reptiles, amphibians and mammals will be examined by the students. The 
animals will range from eagles and hawks to pythons and rattlesnakes. 

The physical exams benefit the Wildlife Center by helping to keep the animals healthy, and they 
benefit the vet students by giving them hands-on experience with exotic animals. 

On Saturday, the physical exams will be conducted from 9 a.m. until noon and from 2 p.m. until 6 
p.m. On Sunday, the physicals will be conducted from 8 a.m. until noon and from 1 p.m. until 5 p.m.
