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SOCIAL SECURITY HEARINGS BEGIN:

Senate hearings starting this
week may shed light on the Social
Security trust fund and help feed
Washington’s tax-cut frenzy. At
issue: whether a “trust fund” filled
with government 10Us is any pro-
tection for the baby boom genera-
tion when it retires.

BUSH TO TOUT WARMING MEETING:

President Bush plans Monday
to announce a White House global
warming conference in April. Pub-
lished reports say chief of staff John
Sununu “toned down” the speech’s
contents to reflect uncertainty
about whether increases in global
temperature will be serious enough
to warrant curbs on fossil fuels.

NO RECESSION IN FORECAST:

News of auto layoffs and eco-
nomic weakness fuels recession
fears. But economists say there’ll be
no downturn this year. They see
steady, unspectacular growth in
consumer spending, exports, busi-
nessinvestment and housing boost-
ing growth at midyear.

JOBLESS RATE STEADY:

Job growth picked up in Janu-
ary and the unemployment rate
held steady at 5.8 percent, the
Labor Department said. Most
economists viewed the report as a
sign the economy began 1990 with
little risk of imminent recession,
although overall economic growth
has slowed to a crawl. Last month’s
jobless rate was unchanged from
December; and was the eighth con-
secutive month of steady unem-
ployment levels.

CENTRUST SEIZED:

Federal regulators seized
Florida’s largest S&L, CenTrust
Bank, blaming its failure on junk
bond investing, lavish spending on
art, acompany yacht and high sala-
ries. The Office of Thrift Supervi-
sion said the Miami-based S&L was
operating in an unsafe, unsound
condition.

FACTORY ORDERS INCREASE:

A surge in orders for civilian
aireraft pushed factory orders up
for a second straight month in De-
cember, the Commerce Depart-
ment said. Factory orders rose 1.9
percentin December toaseasonally
adjusted $244.2 billion after a 2.4
percent November gain. But, ex-
cluding transportation orders, or-
ders were up only a slim 0.2 percent
in December and 1.0 percent in
November. :

SPACE WANTS A FEW GOOD MEN:

Houston space researchers are
looking for a few good men who ecan
spend up to a month in bed and
sleep through almost anything. Dr.
David Cardus needs 20 healthy
men ages 20 to 40 to take part in
testing a sleep chamber designed to
help astronauts battle rubbery
muscles or “space legs” caused by
lack of gravity in space.

Five
U.S. cities have bans on fast-food
foam containers and coffee cupsbut
thisis the first time McDonald’s has
challenged such restrictions.
JAPANESE CARS HIT FOR SAFETY:

Japanese autos — praised for
reliability — are taking some big
hits on safety issues. Japanese tele-
vision is weighing in with criticism.
The accusations could give Japa-
nese autos a black eye among their
biggest fans —baby boomers whose
loyalty has helped Japanese cars to
a hefty 26 percent of the U.S. mar-
ket.

PIPELINE CORROSION CCSTLY:

Corrosion along the Trans-
Alaska Pipeline is foreing costly
repairs to prevent a potentially
disastrous oil spill. Alyeska Pipe-
line Service Co., the consortium
that operates the pipeline, has be-
gun repairs that could cost $1.5
billion over five years, the Los
Angeles Times reported.

The primary
purpose of the committee is to
“advise and coordinate the
program’s first year”. The commit-
tee members are Hawkins, GSC
Counseling Center’s Ford Bailey,
Orientation Director Michelle
McManus, Assistant Director of
Placement Linda Miller, Associate
Dean of Arts and Sciences Bob
Haney, Assistant Director for
Housing Assignments Doug Gre-
gory, and Southern Commons’ Area
Director Corrine Harris.

GSC considers cutfing
ties with Forest Heights

The Faculty Senate voted over-
whelmingly Wedbesday to ask
President Nicholas Henry to sever
all ties between GSC and the Forest
Heights Country Club.

President Henry, in a prepared
statement, expeessed his views on
the situation and said he would to
allow the golf team te continue to
practice at the club.

The non-hinding  senate deci-
sion, which was taken by secret
ballot, showed 45 senators in favor
of cutting ties with the club, 2 sena-
tors opposed to cutting ties, and 2
abstentions.

Henry asked for the senate’s
understanding on this issue as he
announced his intention to con-
tinue permitting the golf team to
play and practice at Forest Heights
for the present time. He also stated
that he planned to evaluate the ar-
rangement between GSC and the
private club.

Henry's statement was followed
by nearly two hours of senatorial
deliberation.

Dr. Mfanya Tryman, a professor
in the Department of Civil Sciences,
as well as the President of the Afri-
can-American Caucus stated that
he opposed any further dealings
with the club. “I simply say that we

need to cut all ties or put the club on
notice that they have ta open up
their admissions policies to every-

one regardless of race, creed, color,
national origin, of sex.” Tryman
articulated.

He based this opinion on the long
history of racism as well as sexism
at Forest Heights.

“I think, President Henry, thatit
is hypocritical for GSC to have any
type of relationship with aninstitu-
tion that has long been known sym-
bolically for its policies of racial as
well as sexual diserimination,”con-
tinued Tryman.

Tryman also stated that as edu-
cators, GSC professors and admin-
istrators have certain moral im-

peratives to do the right thing con-
cerning this issue.

This sentiment was reiterated

by Hew Joiner, a senator from the
Department of Arts and Sciences.
Joiner said, “I simply don’t know of
anissue confronting American soci-
ety today which it is more impor-
tant for an institution of higher
education to take a position of lead-
ership with.”

The senate raised several other
points of contention, among them
being Tryman'’s belief that having
Forest Heights sign an affirmative
action statement was somewhat
deceitful. He based this on the fact
that African-Americans, other
minorities, and women whose
spouses are not members are not
allowed to join.

Tryman also raised the issue of
whether a black golf team member
would be allowed to practice at
Forest Heights. Tryman cited in-
stances where an officer of the club
had walked out on the green to ask
blacks, who were guests of the
members, to leave.

The senate questioned how the
college could teach its students to
stay on a higher ethical plane while
it continues to associate with an
institution that diseriminates.

Joiner asked whether or not “our
leverage” for bringing about a possi-
bility tochange racial policies at the
club would be considerably en-
hanced if GSC did something deci-
sive. He continued to say that he felt
that is the case. Joiner went on to
question if GSC is really playing as
fully a responsible role as it should.

Henry justified his actions by
referring the senate to the contract
between Forest Heights and GSC.
The contract stated that there shall
be no discrimination in any activity
conducted in relation to the golf
team’s practice and play. Henry
apparently felt that this was suffi-
cient proof that the club would not
discriminate.

In response to this, a faculty
senator stated that as he under-

stood the civil rights act of 1964, the
institutions who are vendors of
goods or services must not diserimi-
nate at all.

“I don’t think that you can pull
the question of ‘well, we don’t dis-
criminate in the program that you
want to participate in, but we do
discriminate in other aspects of the
club.”The question is: does the club
discriminate,” the senator contin-
ued. He stressed that it in impera-
tive that the club be wholly dis-
crimination-free before GSC con-
tracts with it. |

While explaining his decision to
allow the golf team ‘to continue
practice at Forest Heights, Henry
cited a conversation that he had
with Coach Gordin. Gordin claims
that to not use the country club
would be disastrous to our golf
team.He goeson tosay that many of
our golfers would perhaps be forced
to transfer and would be set back in
their plans to become professional
golfers.

GSC golf team members were
recruited with the promise of being
able to practice on a championship
course. Henry feels that it is impor-
tant

that GSC keep its word with its
students.

Pam Watkins of the math de-
partment questioned whether it
was valid to let the 18 people, golf
team members as well as GSC
coaches whose clubduesare paid by
the college, stand in the way of cut-
ting ties with the country club. She
mentioned that she does not feel
that the good of the few outweighs
the good of the whole community
and the college.

Questions concerning the legal-
ity of using GSC funds to pay for the
use of the golf facilities by the team
were raised. The questions hinged

Bucky Wagner, of Southern
Boosters, states that things such as
a paid membershipina clubsuchas
Forest Heights are customary
privileges in an institution.

A suggestion was made to give
the coaches the money and allow
them to do what they pleased with
it. This was presented as an option
that would relieve GSC of funding a
discriminatory organization.

As the meeting drew to a close,
Senator Joiner made a suggestion
that a vote be taken among the
senators in order to determine the
sentiments of the group. Joiner said
that he would like to encourage the
Faculty Senate tourge Henry not to
compromise another day. The out-
come of the vote, which was taken
by secret ballot, showed 45 senators

in favor of cutting ties with the club,
2 senators opposed to cutting ties,
with 2 abstentions.

President Henry, when -asked
whether his views concerning For-
est Heights had changed, referred
those present to his opening state-
ment. In this statement, Henry
stated that he had no immediate
plans to discontinue the relation-
ship between GSC and the club.

Henry stated that he would take
the senate information under ad-
visement.

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GSC should abolish ties
with Forest Heights

In this small community of Statesboro where politics and
racial undertones go hand in hand, it comes as no surprise to
learn of the recent controversy surrounding the relationship
between GSC and Forest Heights Country Club.

First of all let the record show that Forest Heights is
indeed a private club and has every right to “pick and choose”
its members. With this in mind the question of whether or
not GSC should be involved with a private club which has
refused to admit a GSC faculty member to its membership
arises and creates much dissention.

Sure, GSC uses the Forest Heights greens for the GSC golf
team. And sure GSC sponsors the annual Chris Schenkle
golftournament which is held at Forest Heights. Apparently
this country club has GSC by the neck. Why can’t Dr. Henry
simply sever the ties with Forest Heights to show this
community of deep rooted racism that GSC will not have
anything to do with an issue which should never have to be
confronted here on campus in the first place? Do we need golf
at GSC that badly? And if the sport is so necessary then why
can’t Southern Boosters pump some the money normally
spent on the football team into a golf course to be used only
by the golf team and golf classes at GSC? Too much conflict
of interest being that many Southern Booster members are
alsomembers at Forest Heights? That way Dr. Henry doesn’t
have toanswer to the club's Board of Directors whenitcomes
to GSC golf.

Dr. Henry claims it is important to keep his word to
students on the GSC golf team about the “specific promise to
practice at a championship course” Well a question must be
posed: What if a black student were on the GSC golf team?
Would it be couth to force him to practice at a private club
which has repeatedly been accused of being racist? How
would a black golfer at GSC feel to practice at Forest Heights
if he knew he wasn’t welcome? Would Forest Heights make
an exception to their standards for the sake of GSC golf?

I'm sure Dr. Henry will find that Forest Heights is inter-
ested only in the financial benefits involved in this situation
and 1s uninterested in the image it is conveying to the
general public. GSC is involved with a private club which is
bringing the great name of our institution down. We can ill-
afford to be associated in any way with alleged racists. We at
The George-Anne call for Dr. Henry to take the recommen-
dation of the GSC faculty-senate to sever the already stale
relationship between GSC and Forest Heights Country Club
before the situation gets worse. We are not asking to be able
to dictate who may belong to Forest Heights, we are asking
to liberated of our association with the club for its blatant
racial actions, if not for the sake of GSC, for the sake of the
world-wide stigma of racism.

I'm not the type of person (nor
journalist) to play too much on
human emotions. A few weeks ago,
I wrote a column about everyone
taking life for granted. The things I
wrotein that column about life were
what I really believe and those feel-
ings were reaffirmed just last week
when [ went to see Steel Magnolias.
Letmesaythatifanyone misunder-
stood the points I was trying to get
across in that column, go see this
movie.

With a setting based in the deep
South, the story involves a sleepy
little town with a family whose
beautiful daughter, Shelby, is get-
ting married to a good-looking
young lawyer, Jackson.

All is fine and dandy until the
audience is apprised with the fact
that the bride is a diabetic and it
would be risky for her to have
chridren. Not wanting to adopt,
Shelby decides, against her
mother’s will and her own best in-

terest, that she wants a child of her
own; a decision everyone can re-
spect nonetheless. ,

So the child is born, healthy and
normal, but Shelby suffers a com-
plication with one of her kidneys
and has to have a transplant. After
the operation, Shelby goes into a
coma and ultimately dies.

I don’t think there was a dry eye
in the theater at that point in the
movie. And I wondered to myself, if
these people can get so worked-up
over a movie, what would it be like
in the real world? And then I real-
ized that Steel Magnoliasis the real
world.

‘The Ying-Yang came to mind as

_well. In every bit of joy, there is

sorrow, and in every bit of sorrow,
there is joy.

During the funeral scene came
the line which sums up all that I
think of when I say we take life for
granted. Shelby’s mother is crying
her eyes out after the funeral and
desperately seeking solace and
understanding of the situation
when she turns to her friends and
screams to them in a frenzied cry
that the baby (only 2 or 3 years old)
“will never know what his mother
went through for him.”

This statement is such a dismal
reminder of the fact that life is so
briefand precious. One day a couple
can get married, eventually have
children, and the next day one of
them: could be dead. And I don’t
know why this subject keeps com-
ing up in my columns, but I have
this terrible fear that such a trag-
edy is going to happen to me and I
won'’t be prepared to handle the
ensuing heartache.

In the hopes that these words
help prepare another for such, I
appeal to all of you who need to
understand what I'm trying to put
into words; go see Steel Magnolias.
It’s a situation as true to life as one
can come without actually experi-
encing it.

Just remember as you watch the
movie to bear in mind that all of the
bad and sorrow in life cannot al-
ways be experienced vicariously.
And because we've become lax, we
find ourselves asking, “Why?” when
the tragedies occur.

 To understand what I'm saying,
just remember the lines Shelby’s
mom said about the baby never
knowing what his mother went
through for him because her life
was cut short.

And to feel what I feel about life,
remember there’s so much to say, so
much to see, somuch tolove, and so
little time...
