The foundation will con- 
centrate on AIDS education, 
patient care and research, 
his publicist, Sarah 
McMullen, said. 

John has long been active 
in the AIDS battle. The Brit- 
ish entertainer recently an- 
nounced that proceeds from 
all his single record sales in 

- America, beginning with 
"The Last Song," will be do- 
nated to AIDS organizations.

BOCA RATON, Fla. (AP) 

- A book store owner who 
sold $ 1-a-minute glimpses of 
Madonna's 'Sex' book said 
he raised $1,355 for AIDS 
research. 

Vald Svekis, owner of Lib- 
erties book store, said Fri- 
day the sneak peeks were 
very popular and some 
people even donated money 
without looking at the con- 
troversial book. Svekis said 
about 15 people complained 
that the whole idea was in 
poor taste, but hundreds 
more applauded the effort. 

The check has been sent 
to the American Foundation 
for AIDS Research in New 
York, Svekis said. 

He said his store sold their 
allotment of 265 copies of 
'Sex' in four days. 

LOTTERY TICKET 
PRINTERS SEEK GEORGIA 
CONTRACT 

GAINESVILLE, Ga. (AP) 
— Georgia lottery officials 
won't even have to leave the 
state to find printers for game 
tickets because the two larg- 
est in the country are home- 
grown. 

Both are in north Geor- 
gia, and both plan on bid- 
ding for Georgia's contract. 

If either wins the job, not 
only would lottery money re- 
main in the state, the games 
also would create some new 
jobs. 

"We plan to add 100 more 
jobs in this facility in the 
next year," said Jim Culver 
of Scientific Games, one of 
the Georgia firms. "Part, but 
not all, would be related to 
the Georgia lottery." 

Scientific Games of 
Alpharetta and Moreno 
Press of Oakwood each pro- 
duce several billion lottery 
tickets a year. And each are 
ready to bid to add Georgia's 
tickets to their production 
lists. 

Gov. Zell Miller plans to 
begin setting up the games 
this week by appointing a 
seven-member board of 
directors to operate the Geor- 
gia Lottery Corp. 

The board will regulate 
which games will be played, 
set ticket costs, determine 
the number and size of prizes, 
establish how winners will 
be picked and verified and 
decide how payments will be 
made. 

University bookstore 
clarifies its used book 
buy-back policies

The University Store, located 
next to Landrum Cafeteria, re- 
cently released a memo stating 
their buy-back policy. 

This memo, which will be 
mailed to GSU students, an- 
swers many questions asked by 
students about the policy. 

"When possible, we try to 
reimburse half of the books' re- 
tail price," said Joe Franklin, 
manager of the University 
Store. "But about 50 percent of 
the time, books returned by stu- 
dents are not used the following 
quarter at GSU, and so are of- 
ten sold to our wholesaler at a 
lower price." 

According to Franklin, the 
price the University Store pays 

students for used books is based 
on whether they can resell them 
the next quarter. 

If a book can be reused at GSU 
the next quarter, a 50 percent 
refund often can be paid to the 
student. If not, the store will try 
to sell it to the wholesaler for 
about 25 percent of the retail 
price. 

If the textbook is not used at 
GSU the following quarter and 
the wholesaler does not wish to 
purchase the book, then the store 
will not buy the book from the 
students. 

"Eventually, every textbook 
printed will get stuck with some- 
one," Franklin said. "Some get 
stuck with the wholesaler, some 
get stuck with the students, and 
some we get stuck with. We don't 
like it... that's just the way it is."

The opening of the new post 
office on Oct. 26 was only the 
beginning of several changes 
within the Statesboro postal 
system. 

The new post office, a $2 mil- 
lion dollar project, was a neces- 
sary adjustment, according to 
Raymond E. Steinberg, super- 
intendent of mails and deliv- 
ery. 

"Growth was part of the rea- 
son," Steinberg said. "At the 
time the old post office was built, 

parking was adequate, but now, 
with the growth of Statesboro, it 
is inadequate." 

The new post office is expected 
to serve Statesboro for 30years. 
After that, it will probably go 
the way of the old building, which 
will become a federal courthouse. 

Other recent changes include 
the closing of the GSU branch 
and the issuing of a new zip code 
for box office holders. 

Steinberg cited centralization 
as the reason for the closure and 
growth as the reason for the new 
zip code. 

"Because of the growth, 
Statesboro was simply just run- 

ning out of numbers," Steinberg 
said. 

Currently, mail carriers run 
eight city routes and 12 county 
routes. Soon, however, rerouting 
will begin for rural carriers. 

"We want to find the most di- 
rect route," Steinberg stated. 

Rural patrons will also begin 
receiving permanent addresses 
with street names and house num- 
bers. 

'That's where 911 comes into 
play," Steinberg pointed out. 

Steinberg stated that more 
changes are on the way so that as 
Statesboro grows, the post office 
will grow with it.

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Former Public Safety building 
will become Welcome Center

A new Welcome Center will 
be coming to GSU soon. 

The planned location for the 
center - in the old public safety 
building on Sweetheart Circle 
- is ideal, since most visitors to 
GSU end up on Sweetheart 
Circle at some point. 

"It has been a desire on the 
part of the administrators for a 

while to have a way to greet 
visitors to make sure they get 
where they need to go [on cam- 
pus]," said Bob Chambers, di- 
rector of parking and trans- 
portation. 

Chambers said that the 
main objective of the Welcome 
Center will be to "greet the 
visitors and give them a good 
South Georgia welcome and 
help them get around campus." 

The building will house two 
functions: the Welcome Center 
and the Parking and 
Transportation Center. 

The Welcome Center will be 
in the old public safety lobby. 
It will be a small room with a 
bathroom and possibly re- 
freshments. The Parking and 
Transportation Center will be 
located in the back of the build- 
ing so that it will be easier to 

provide parking stickers to the 
visitors. 

The Welcome Center is 
working with the Bulloch 
County Visitor's Bureau. This 
will help GSU establish pro- 
grams that will not conflict 
with Statesboro's. . 

The hours have not yet been 
established but will be conve- 
nient and helpful with the ac- 
tivities scheduled at GSU. 

Needs of the disabled to be 
addressed by Toots for Life

A grant from Vocational 
Rehabilitation Services has 
provided for a new Tools for 
Life Center (TLC) to be opened 
in the double wide trailer be- 
hind Hanner Fieldhouse. 

According to a computer 
printout from Ray Williams, 
one of the coordinators for the 
program, the principal goal of 
this project is, "to increase the 
independence and self-suffi- 
ciency of persons with disabili- 
ties by significantly expanding 
their access to technology-re- 
lated assistance, disseminate 
information about assistive 
technologies and access to de- 
vices, provide technical devices 
for demonstration and trial 
use, provide consumer train- 
ing, and sponsor public aware- 
ness events for clients, their 
families, employers, service 
delivery personnel, and 
citizens of local communities." 

Williams is known to many 
GSU students for his visits to 
education and exceptional 
child classes and his teaching 
of American Sign Language 
through the GSU recreation 
department. 

GSU students will be able to 
see first hand how the 
Americans with disabilities act 
is to be implemented. This is 
especially important to busi- 
ness majors and education ma- 

jors, but it is educational for 
all students who may have 
coworkers, supervisors, subor- 
dinates, students or friends 
with disabilities. 

"Terminology is important," 
said Williams, who is also well 
known to the deaf community 
for his leadership in the 
Southeastern Club for the 
Deaf in Bulloch County. 
"Disability refers to the 
physical limitation, while 
handicap refers to the barrier 
which limits the physical 
disability." 

It is quality of life that is 
important to Williams and his 
staff, and this varies for each 
individual. The Tools for Life 
program will be a means of al- 
lowing each individual to live 
life to his fullest potential. 

Rachel Ross, a student as- 
sistant for the program, has 
had much experience with as- 
sistive devices for people with 
disabilities. Since the advent 
of her own disability (via a car 
accident), she says she has be- 
come more focused in her ca- 
reer plans. She plans to spe- 
cialize in workers' compensa- 
tion and personal injury laws 
and advocate for middle class 
and disabled people. 

The goal, according to 
Williams, is to use both techni- 
cal and non-technical devices 
"not for the disabled person to 
get out of doing the work or 

taking the test, but to assist 
the person with disabilities to 
learn to do the same things as 
non-disabled persons." 

He stresses enriching the 
quality of life and developing 
the*means to overcome barri- 
ers and become independent 
and self-sufficient. He also ad- 
vocates an attitude of under- 
standing and empathy rather 
than one of sympathy. 

All the staff members of the 
TLC program have disabilities 
of their own and understand 
the barriers personally as well 
as professionally. 

Other members of TLC are 
Martin Kolzman, coordinator, 
and Linda Barnes Polk, former 
editor of the "Patriot" and 
other military publications. 
Dr. Shelar oversees the pro- 
gram. 

According to a pamphlet on 
TLC programs for Georgia, our 
state ranks 7th highest in the 
state on the number of adults 
16-65 years of age with a dis- 
ability. Over 920,000 
Georgians have one or more 
disabilities, but rank 39th na- 
tionally in the number of 
adults with disabilities who 
work. 

The staff is currently in- 
volved in obtaining equipment, 
making connections with busi- 
nesses, assessing the needs of 
the community, research, and 
setting up  for the January 

opening. 
TLC is dedicated to serving 

persons with disabilities "with 
respect to dignity" and educat- 
ing the public (southeast 
Georgia area and GSU) on im- 
plementation of the Americans 
With Disabilities Act, a con- 
cern of everyone. 

TLC services are free, help- 
ing participants to locate used 
or recycled equipment and/or 
resources for funding for tech- 
nology. Sometimes innovation 
in creating homemade equip- 
ment or borrowing equipment 
is an option.

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Ranger Challenge held at Fort Stewart  ^m

The last weekend of 
October, Georgia Southern's 
ROTC hosted the Ranger 
Challenge at Fort Stewart. 

"Ranger Challenge is an 
ROTC competition that in- 
cludes every school in the na- 
tion that has ROTC," GSU's 
Major Cox said. 

There are four regions to the 
Ranger Challenge. Georgia 
Southern is in the first region 
which includes Georgia, 
Florida and Puerto Rico. The 
region consisted of 20 schools 
with GSU being in the sixth 
brigade. 

The GSU ROTC ranked 
ninth out of the 20 schools in 
the competition. 

The team included nine 
cadets who tried out for the 
competition. The tryouts for 
the team involved GSU, 
Armstrong State College and 
Savannah State College. 

The competition consisted of 
eight events. A patrol and 
exam was on Friday night. 

Six events were held on 
Saturday: a PT test which 
consisted of push-ups, sit-ups 
and a two mile run, a timed 

rope bridge exercise, an M-16 
rifle and M-60 machine gun 
assembly and disassembly, a 
grenade assault course, an 
orienteering course and a 
marksmanship competition. 

Sunday's event was a ten- 
kilometer road march, in 
which cadets were judged on 
their ability to finish first 
while carrying a 40 pound 
rucksack. 

Georgia Southern's ROTC 

scored 1513 points out of 2800. 
The winning team was Florida 
Southern University with 1733 
points. 

GSU was ranked the third 
Georgia school with the 
University of Georgia ranked 
fifth and North Georgia 
College ranked sixth. 

The top two ranked schools 
from every brigade will com- 
pete at Fort Bragg, N.C., for 
first place in the region.

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GSU professor places second in National 
Bodybuilding Championship in Orlando     UNION^ 4f

Dr. Robert Lefavi, of the 
Health Sciences Department, 
recently won second place in 
the National Bodybuilding 
Championship, which was held 
October 2-3 in Orlando at the 
Orlando Convention Center. 
The National Bodybuilding 
Championship, the largest 
amateur bodybuilding contest 
held in this country, is the 
highest an amateur can go be- 
fore turning professional, of 
which there are only about 
thirty in the world. 

As the first South 
Georgian to place in the na- 
tionals, Dr. Lefavi was proud 
of his performance for the 
simple fact that he placed 
ahead of many bodybuilders 
who had beaten him previously 
and that he also had two votes 
for first place. He feels that if 
a bodybuilder looks better 
than he looked at an earlier 
performance then he is a 
winner regardless of how he 
placed because a body- 
builder's biggest competitor is 
himself. 

Although Dr. Lefavi is 
greatly interested in body- 
building, to him it is just a 
sport because of the fact that 
bodybuilding is tremendously 
draining. Dr. Lefavi stated 
that he would not turn profes- 
sional even if he had won first 
place in the Championship, 
though the sport offers great

potential for wealth through 
promotions and prize money. 
He feels his career at GSU as 
professor of Health Promotion 
to be more rewarding person- 
ally than turning professional 
would be. Dr. Lefavi also con- 
tributes articles to bodybuild- 
ing magazines such as Muscle 
& Fitness, for which he and his 

wife Sue, who is expecting 
their first child, recently did a 
photo shoot here in Statesboro 
for an article on exercise and 
pregnancy. 

So how does one prepare for 
an event like the National 
Bodybuilding Championship? 
Dr. Lefavi expressed that it 
takes  a  minimum  of three 

months for him to get into 
shape for a contest of this cal- 
iber. In addition to the cus- 
tomary weight training exer- 
cises, he performs aerobic ac- 
tivities to his in order to burn 
any excess fat. He also has to 
go on a strict diet, with a typi- 
cal menu consisting of such 
low-fat, highly nutritious foods 
as pasta, potatoes, brown rice, 
chicken breast, tuna fish, veg- 
etables, and Cream of Wheat. 

As one of the owners of 
Gold's Gym, Dr. Lefavi 
stresses the fact that everyone 
should be interested in body- 
building! "Weight training is 
not just for looking good but 
for feeling good," he stated. 
Bodybuilding is not just a 
sport but; is a useful way for 
people to enhance their overall 
health. Dr. Lefavi hopes that 
by his example he can moti- 
vate others to take interest in 
their bodies and see that if he, 
at age 32, can become physi- 
cally fit and compete in body- 
building contests, then they 
too can enhance their bodies 
and their health. When asked 
if he will compete again any- 
time in the near future, Dr. 
Lefavi expressed his need to 
put his wife first at this point 
in his life because of her preg- 
nancy and the individualistic 
aspect of the sport.

During the 1990 season, the 
team won the New South 
Women Athletic Conference 
(NSWAC) in the hopes they 
would get a bid into the NCAA 
tournament. 

Dunn said, "When we won 
the tournament in '90, we 
practiced the whole week 
thinking we were going to the 
tournament and we didn't. It 
was a big let-down." 

Toy Williams said , "Before, 
we just had to work hard, and 
have a maybe, and now it's a 
definite." 

"We've got six seniors, this 
is our last year, and we're go- 
ing to try to go out in style," 
said Saabricca Smith, another 
Lady Eagle. 

This is the first year that 
the football team, men's bas- 
ketball, and women's basket-
