Book says Diana doesn't
want to file for divorce

LONDON — Princess Diana is relue-
tanttobegin divorce proceedings against
Prince Charles but hopes one day to
remarry and have more children, The
Sunday Times reported as it published
extracts from a new book.

Thenewspaper said Andrew Morton,
in hisbook, “Diana: Her New Life,” writes
that the princess is still battling the
eating disorder bulimia nervosa and has
an obsessional interest in astrologers,
mystics and clairvoyants.

The first installment of extracts from
the book, which will be published Tues-
day, do not detail all these points, but
touch on Diana’s concerns for her young
sons since she separated from Charles
nearly two years ago. She is also unde-
cided about where she will live.

The president and chief operating
officer of Coca-Cola brought a story of
how his soft drink has taught the “world
to sing” and a surprise grant for Col-
lege of Business Administration offi-
cials.

Douglas Ivester announced a
$100,000 check was donated to GSU in
his lecture before a standing room only
crowd in the Southern Center for Con-
tinuing Education Thursday evening.
Ivester’s speech, “Giving the World
More Than a Soft Drink,” was also
telecast in three additional rooms han-
dling the crowd overflow.

The grant will assist in meeting the
costs for the new facility set to be com-
pleted by September 1995.

As a gift of gratitude, GSU Presi-
dent Nicholas Henry proclaimed that
thebuilding’sadjacent tariffsbe named
the Coca-Cola Tariffs.

Asthe firstinstallment in the Chick-
fil-A Distinguished Lecture Series,
Ivester, a 1969 University of Georgia
graduate, wasinvited by Executive Vice
President of Chick-fil-A and 1979 GSC

t Newspaper

The lecture series brings top-rank-
ing business executives to campus to
address students, faculty and the gen-
eral public on issues of knowledge.

“When you look at it, we give more
than a soft drink,” said Ivester, who
was given Sept. 21.

To sum up his feelings about his
company, Ivester used a quote by now
deceased pop-culture enthusiast Andy
Warhol.

“What is the same about Ameri-
cans? American started tradition is
that the richest buys the same product
as the poorest. Liz Taylor drinks it, the
president drinks it and the bum on the

street drinks it. All the cokes are the:

same. Liz Taylor, the president, the
bum on the street know it is good;
everyone knowsitis good,” Ivester said
in his first official college campus visit
since becoming president. “Ithink Andy
was a shrewd businessman.”

As of today, 80 percent of Coke’s
business is outside the U.S., leaving
only 20 percent in the states. Ivester
said, “ultimately 90 percent will be
outside the United States. We have a
global network that sell products to

Millner courts GSU voters

in final days of campaign

Guy Millner, the Republi-
can hopeful for governor who
learns tonight whether his
campaign was successful,
made a pitch for votes from the
GSU community at a stop here
Friday.

The Atlanta-based busi-
nessman who amassed a large
personal wealth through his
temporary services corporation
said the race against incum-
bent Zell Miller was “going
great” in southern Georgia.

“I was invited here, and I
look forward to being on cam-
pus,” Millner said before meet-
ingwith an accountingclassin
the North Building. “I'm a lis-
tener, and I plan to listen to
students and their concerns.”

Millner didn’t give a speech
tothe class, which is taught by
professor Bill Francisco. In-
stead, he asked for questions
from the audience about what
students saw as state issues.

Answering one student’s
question about illegal immi-
grants and the problems they

pose in other states, Millner
said it “stresses the need for
educational improvement. Zell
has said Georgia in doing O.K.
in education ... we are second
to last in the country in SAT
scores and in the high school

dropout rate.”

Millner said he wants more
local control of education.

“I want to see less bureau-
cracy. Right now we spend 50
cents on every dollar for [ad-
ministrative expenses],” he
said. “Iwant to see more money

go to the classroom, and per-
formance pay for educators.”

Asked about environmental
issues, Millner said he is “pro-
environment and pro-conser-
vation.” He did not elaborate,
except to say that he is “look-
ingdown theroad”at Georgia’s
environmental concerns.

On the economy, he said
there should be more balanced
Jjob growth in the state.

“Three-fourths of all new
jobs are in the metropolitan
Atlanta area,” he said. “I want
to have more job growth in
smaller and medium-sized
towns.”

Millner said these areas
“haven’t seen Zell in three
years” and that after neglect-
ing them, the governor is com-
ing back asking for their votes.

'Concerning the lottery,
Millner said he has pledged to
leave it alone, but he wants to
see more of the profits spent on
education. He said only 32
cents on every dollar of lottery
proceeds go to the classroom.

“I want to have a referen-

WASHINGTON — A new book
on the strangest Supreme Court
confirmation battle offers new
butinconclusive evidence to sup-
port those who say Justice
Clarence Thomas lied when he
denied talkingdirty to Anita Hill.

Strange Justice: The Selling
of Clarence Thomas” says a “pre-
ponderance of evidence suggests”
Thomas lied under oath to the
Senate Judiciary Committee.

But authors Jane Mayer and
Jill Abramson, Wall Street Jour-
nal reporters who spent more
than two years on the book, also
write: “Unless an eyewitness to
these private events emerges, no
one will ever know with absolute
certainty whether Hill or Tho-
mas — if either of them — was
telling the whole truth.”

The authors interviewed
many people who knew or worked
with Thomas or Hill — as well as
such figures as the proprietor of
a video store who remembered
Thomas as a regular renter of
adult movies.

Hill is a University of Okla-
homa law professor who is on
unpaid leave while she writes
two books.

The gripping confirmation
hearings in 1991 made on-the-
jobsexualharassmentanational
issue.

Thomas adamantly denied
Hill’saccusations before the com-
mittee that he made crudely
sexual comments to her while
she worked as his aide at two
government agencies in the
1980s.

Mayer and Abramson inter-
viewed the proprietor of a video
rental near the EEOC’s offices
who said Thomas had been a
“regular customer of adult mov-
ies” at that time. The store
stocked movies featuring Silver.

Three women are quoted in
the book discussing inappropri-
ate sexual remarks they said
Thomas made to women who
worked for him at the commis-
sion. Thomas wasnot married at
the time.

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Man thought rock
was shelter from
devil, but it moved

SIGEL— Richard Slyhoff
thought he could escape the
devil by being buried under a
leaning rock. But erosion and
other forces of nature have
foiled his wishful plans.

Slyhoff, known to people in
Jefferson County asanungodly
mean, feared the devil would
come for him onJudgment Day.

So before his death in 1867,
he made arrangements to be
buried under the rock about 70
miles northeast of Pittsburgh.

Slyhoff believed the rock
would fall onto his grave as the
dead rose and the earth
trembled, and he would be
shielded from Satan forever,
accordingtoa 1959 story in the
Jeffersonian Democrat news-
paper.

But his plans are falling
apart.

The rock has moved eight
to 10 feet away from the grave
during the last 127 years. If it
wereto fall today, it would prob-
ably miss the grave entirely.

“Erosion worked on it over
the years, and then a twister
came through and tilted it back
up,” said Allen Morelock, son of
the man who owns the prop-
erty.

He said Slyhoff’s plan would
not have worked anyway.

“If God can create a universe,

rock,” Morelock said.

The Morelocks lead tours of
the grave. Visitors from as far
away as Japan have seen it.

Dracula museum
quenches thirst for
bloody knowledge

NEW YORK — Move over
Michelangelo and Monet. Bela
Lugosi and Bram Stoker rule at
the Dracula Museum.

Walk into the two-room apart-
ment-turned-museum and come
face to face with a 12-inch wax
replica of the wicked Vlad Tepes,
a k a Count Dracula.

The glass-covered tyrant is
nestled among paintings,
stamps, coins and candles of the
15th-century Romanian count
who, historians claim, impaled
10,000 Turks, earning him the
nickname “Sir Stake.”

There’s the Stoker memorial
wall, filled with pictures of the
Irish author who brought the
literary Dracula to life, an invi-
tation to Lugosi’s funeral and a
packet of soil marked: “From Bela
Lugosi’s grave.”

The museum is the brainchild
of Jeanne Keyes Youngson, who
was a successful, free-lance film-
maker until a fateful trip to
Transylvania 29 years ago. After
that, her interest in vampirism
became an obsession.

“The Dracula biz just sort of
took over my life,” she says.

SEATTLE — Buying a Lotto
ticket six minutes too late may
have cost a woman at least a
share of the record $21 million
Washington state Lotto jackpot
over the weekend. ’

Sukhi Singh, manager of a 7-
Eleven storein the suburbssouth
of the city, said the woman en-
tered the store Sunday, the morn-
ing after the drawing, to recheck
the winning numbers.

“Weread the numbers, 28, 29,
30, 32, 36, 44,” Singh said. “She
had all six.

“We called the police for safety
for the ticket. She was shaking
hands and smiling. Everybody
in the store was excited. There

were about 25 to 30 people here.”

Onlywhen the manager veri-
fied the woman’s identification
and began writing her name
and address on the ticket did a
man with her notice that the
slip read “Nov. 2.”

Richard Paulson, a spokes-
man for the Washington State
Lottery, said the woman was
not being investigated for any
wrongdoing.

Had she submitted the ticket
with a form requesting pay-
ment, he said, “then we might
very well have let the person
know that she was under inves-
tigation for fraud.”

CONCORD, N.H. — Herbert
Kershaw found himself caught
in the national debate about gun
control, buying several weapons
recently because he feared the
government eventually will out-
law them and take away his abil-
ity to protect his family.

At his kitchen table in tiny
Enfield, the novice gun handler
tried to show family members
some safety featureshehadbeen
shown and the gun went off, kill-
ing him.

Kershaw, 59, believed the
Brady gun law, which mandates
a waiting period so police can
runbackground checks on people
who want to buy guns, was the
first step in trying to make sure
people can’t buy them at all, fam-
ily members and Police Chief
Peter Giese said.

“Thereis a lot of anger,” Giese
said. “People are fed up with
crime and also, I think to a large
extent, our people are becoming
dissatisfied with government it-
selfand whether government can
protect them.” '

Giese said Kershaw, a minis-
ter who ran a church from his
home, was not a “wild gun nut

about his rights shoots self in mishabﬂ

who has to have a tank or ma-
chine gun in his garage.”

“Hewasjustkind of concerned,
and he gets these weapons and
learns how to shoot them,” Giese
said.

After he returned from an in-
formal gun safety session Sun-
day, Kershaw’s wife, daughter
and son-in-law sat around the
kitchen table as he tried to show
them a safety feature of his pow-

erful .45 caliber pistol.

Another daughter, Theresa
Alley, said her father did not

know the gun was loaded.

The gun fired, hitting him in

the middle of the chest.

A concerned student
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POW honoree never

served in military

STROUDSBURG, Pa. — The
former commander of U.S.
troops, retired Gen. William
Westmoreland, says he is angry
about a man he honored here
last month as a Vietnam war
hero. The honoree has admitted
he’s an impostor who never
served in the military.

With a chestful of medals and
a patch over his eye, the man
who calls himself John Murray
stood before Westmoreland in a
ceremony Oct. 22 and saluted
with pride. Two hundred veter-
ans and their families also were
present in tribute to the man’s
patriotic defiance as a POW,

A day later, he was arrested
on a drunken driving charge.
Claimsthathewasa former lieu-
tenant coloneland Vietnam POW
could not be verified and ulti-
mately he acknowledged he was
an impostor, Pocono Township
Police Chief Rick Staples said.

“He never spent a day in the
military,” Staples said. The
man’s age appears to be 44, but
police were still trying to verify
details about the man, including
his identity.

Westmoreland said the fraud
was not known at the time they
met for a ceremony on National
Park Service property at
Smithfield Beach near Shawnee-
on-Delaware.

“Idiscussed what he did there
(in Vietnam). It didn’t ring quite

true,” Westmoreland sa1d “ButI
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was there for four years and we
had troops there for 10. What he
told me could have been true
when I wasn’t on the ground. It
did raise questions in my mind.”

Westmoreland added that he
was at the ceremony as the
impostor’s guest and assumed
he was legitimate.

“If there are any hearings or
prosecution, I will relate my feel-
ings,” Westmoreland said. “It
does anger me.”

Through the years, the man
has told of being captured while
on a reconnaissance mission in
1968. He said he clung to hope
and inspired others by fashion-
ing an American flag made from
a piece of clothing, blood and the
Jjuiceofberries. Hesaid he hoisted
it daily on a bamboo stick.

The man had worked until
last summer as a volunteer at
East Stroudsburg University,
tutoring students in criminal
Justice, psychology and sociology.

“A lot of us bought into it,”
Army Capt. David L. Lloyd, an
assistant professor in the mili-
tary science department at East
Stroudsburg, told the Pocono
Record.

Lloyd said he enlisted the man
was cast as a role model in re-
cruiting visits to schools.

Chief Staples said he did not
know why the man perpetrated
the hoax.

Murray was in the Monroe
County Correctonal Facility in
Snydersville. Bail was set at
$25,000

Missing Chlcago screenwriter
declared dead in Caribbean

KINGSTON, Jamaica — Po-
lice have found the clothes of a
missing Chicago secreenwriter in
shark-infested waters off north-
eastern Jamaica and concluded
that he is dead.

Terrence Runte, 34, who re-
portedly worked on such movies
as “The Killing Fields,” “Mys-
tery Date” and “Super Mario

Brothers,”disappeared while vis- -

iting to research a script about
this Caribbean nation.

Police had one suspect in cus-
tody, a Jamaican laborer who
was the last person seen with
Runte and who led them to his
clothes, and said they were
searching for two other Jamai-
can men. They haven’t charged
anyone in the death.

Police said they believe the
three killed Runte the day the
man who grew up in Milwaukee
disappeared and threw his body,
weighted with concrete blocks,
into the Caribbean Sea some 80
miles northeast of the capital
city.

They haven’t found the body
but they found his clothes
bundled up and tied to concrete
blocks submerged in the waters
off a cliff near the village of Hec-
tors River, a short distance from
where Runte waslast seen. They
found the shirt,jeans, wristwatch
and belt he was wearing at the
time. Runte’s wallet was miss-
ing.

The police also found
bloodstains near the cliff, sug-
gesting that Runte was killed

NEW YORK—Thingsare get-
ting strange out on the campaign
trail.

A Hawaiian congressional
candidate has vanished. A bank
robber is running for the state
Legislature in Montana. A dead
man is likely to be re-elected in
West Virginia.

And around the country, more
than one candidate is making
this promise: “Elect me. I’ll re-
sign.”

Putting aside the serious is-
sues in next Tuesday’s election,
1994 hashad more than its share
of political oddities.

Take Alaska. While voters
there have been enthralled by
the quadrennial debate over
whether to move the state capi-
tal from Juneau to someplace
colder, a real issue has taken
root in the race for governor.

Republican Jim Campbell,
who is partly bald, is attacking
Democrat Tony Knowles for,
among otherthings, having*“good
hair” like President Clinton.

From Alaska to Alabama,
negative campaigning is the fa-
vored tactic this year. But some
candidates are willing tobalance
the attacks with somereferences
to their own qualifications.

Forinstance, Joseph Brennan,
a Democratic candidate for gov-
ernorin Maine, says he has“more
experience with firearms than
any other gubernatorial candi-
date.”

Specifically, Brennan, an
Army veteran, has attested to
his competence with machine
guns and bazookas,

This has prompted some
chuckling in Maine — cartoons
of Brennan in full combat rega-
lia and so forth.

Thereis onetactic taking hold
this year that is harder to cat-
egorize as negative or positive.
What do you say about someone
who promises to quit if elected?

There are several of these ka-
mikaze candidacies around
the country. In Sheridan County,
Mont., Mary Nielsen is running
for assessor with the slogan:
“Elect me. I'll resign.”

There is some logic to this.
The Montana Legislature abol-
ished the duties of county asses-

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sors last year, but Sheridan
County missed the deadline for
abolishing the post locally.

Nielsen, a Republican, says
she could save the county dirs
117,000 in salary and benefits
over her four-year non-term.

In Texas, State Treasurer
Martha Whitehead is looking to
abolish not only her job, but her
entire agency. In a TV commer-
cial, her image slowly vanishes
as she intones: “Fewer bureau-
crats, less waste, starting with
me.”

Who knows? In a year of anti-
incumbency, it may be the ulti-
mate campaign strategy.

In Hawaii, Republican con-
gressional candidate Robert Gar-
ner has issued no ultimatum —
or anything else. He has disap-
peared.

Garner defeated two oppo-
nents in the Sept. 17 primary to
take on Democrat Patsy Mink.
That was about the last anyone
heard from him.

Garner is said by acquaintan-
ces to be alive and well and on a
boat somewhere. Hawaii Repub-
lican Chairman Jared Jossem
calls him “an extremely inde-
pendent Republican.”

In West Virginia, popular
state lawmaker Odell Huffman
stands a good chance of being re-
elected, which wouldn’t be much
of a story except that he commit-
ted suicide last month.

Then there’s Lennie Thomp-
son, a Democratic nominee for
the state House in Montana.
Thompson volunteered at a can-
didates’ forum last spring that
his resume included a stint as a
bank robber.

He had, in fact, served 2 1/2
years for robbery in Washington
state in the late 1970s. “There’s
nothing to be gained by trying to
hide something in your past,” he
said. “My past is not who I am
today.”

As a campaign slogan, that
should do in this era of dimin-
ished expectations. Still; it
doesn’t quite have the ring of
“Elect me. I'll resign.”

Then again, what does?

Governor race is

popular overseas

RICHMOND, Va. — What do
dogs on Prozac, Lorena Bobbitt
and Ollie North have in com-
mon?

Allfit the “Gosh-those-wacky-
Americans!” category that for-
eign correspondents love to delve
into and dispatch to eager read-
ers back home.

Jonathan Freedland, a corre-
spondent for the British paper
The Guardian,said Britishread-
ers are fascinated by the
Republican’s close race to un-
seat Democratic Sen. Charles S.
Robb.

Like depressed dogs and
women who cut off their hus-
bands’ sex organs, he said, the
document-shredding former
Marine whose felony convictions
in the Iran-Contra arms-for hos-
tages scheme were overturned
on appeal reflects a lot about
American culture.

“He is so, kind of, slippery. ...
We are quite baffled as to how he
got this far,” Freedland said. “It
allows a superior kind of smug-
ness that people do enjoy when
they look at America.”

“He’s a metaphor for all sorts
of things that are happening in
America,” said Ian Brodie of The
Times of London. “North proves
that you can pull yourselfup and
benefit from having been pros-
ecuted.”

Virginia politics rarely gar-
ners the national spotlight, let
alone international mterest But

this year, reporters from as far
asthe Netherlands,Japan,South
Korea and Australia have criss-
crossed the state in search of
North fodder.

Other countries have had their
share of notorious political can-
didates. Italians, for example,
elected a porn star to parliament
in 1987.

But Freedland said high-pro-
file American elections resonate
withoverseasaudiences, whosee
trends here as harbingers of is-
sues their own countries may
soon face.

“Ollie North’s transgressions
are a worldwide matter,”
Freedland said.

If North “is one day chairman
of the Senate Intelligence Com-
mittee, we will all feel something
from it one day.”

But few reporters from Latin
America and the Middle East —
the sites of North’s arms-for-hos-
tages ventures — are covering
North, said Arthur Green, deputy
director of the USIA’s Foreign
Press Center.

FORT COLLINS, Colo. —
On the verge of squandering a
huge opportunity to climb back
into the Western Athletic Con-
ference title chase, Colorado
State faked it.

With his team trailing
archrival Wyoming 24-7 in the
third quarter, CSU coach Sonny
Lubick called for a fake punt,
and the perfectly executed bit of
deception triggered a four-touch-
down rally that lifted the Rams
to a 35-24 win Saturday night.

Anthoney Hill threw two
touchdown passesas CSU moved
into a virtual first-place tie with
previouslyunbeaten Utah, which
was upset by New Mexico 23-21
earlier in the day.

The Rams, who rose from No.
14 to No. 10 in the latest Associ-

The company has been in Ja-
pan for 35 years and been pursu-
ing China’s interest in the drink
for about 33 years.

About 30 yearsago, Coke pub-
lished a book about China and 20
years ago the company sponsored
the Philharmonic Orchestra to
China.

“Others want to have China,
but we invested in it,” Ivester
said. “Now we are opening 13-14
plants in China.” Coke will open
a new plant in May, then will
open one every month after-
wards.

To display the situation in
Russia, Ivester cited the story of
young woman named “Maria.”

“Maria was a physicist that
lost her job and came to work for
Coke,” he said. “She makes good
money, but she says she misses
physics. She is doing something
she can be proud of.”

Living life in Russia is not
easy, but there is optimism from
the Coke official.

“Business is difficult there.
Life is difficult there,” Ivester
said. “Some day that market will
be super in years to come.”

As long as there are people in
the country and their govern-
ment will allow his company to
sell, Coke will continue to ad-
vantage of the market, he said.

Coca-Cola employs only
30,000 people, whichisnot many
for a large corporation that
grosses $6.5 billion annually
throughits 650,000 bottlingbusi-
nesses, he said. The average sell
of beverage consumption is 10
percent in the U.S. and it falls off
to about 7 percent outside this
country.

“We are proud of the people
were have and the people we
serve,”Ivestersaid. “‘We areeven
more proud of how we did make
people happy by a group of teen-
agers teaching the world to sing,
with polarbears, with a construe-
tion workeron break. Itisa great
way to earn a living.”

Advertising comes common
nature to Coca-Cola.

TV is
advertising. You have a nice
scoreboard ...IguessithasCoca-
Cola and I expect it is very ex-
pensive,” Ivester said. “Pencils

dum on the lottery every four
years to keep the General As-
sembly in line,” he said. Accord-
ingtoMillner, lottery profitshave
been used to pay for cuts in the
actual education budget. “Don’t
replace education with the lot-
tery; add the lottery to it,” he
said.

Millner said he wants “more
accountability” for how lottery
proceeds are spent. He said some
educators have approached him
with complaints that two satel-
lite dishes were purchased for
closed schools, and some com-
puters were bought without wir-
ing.

“You wouldn’t do that in a
business,” he said.

On spending, Millner said the
budget has increased from $4.8
to $9.8 billion under Miller, and
that he wants to hold the line on
spending increases for the next
four years.

“Georgia has elected someone
who has been a politician all his
life. He’s never made a payroll.
You learn certain skills in busi-
ness,” he said.

Millner also attacked Miller
on lies he said the governor has
told. These included Miller’s
pledges not to run for a second
term, not to raise the sales-tax,
and not to raise state spending.
He also said Georgia’s education
ratings have dropped three
points since Miller became gov-
ernor.

Returning to the education
theme, Millner said he wants
Georgia’s SAT scores above the
national average by 1999. He
said he also wants to reform the
HOPE scholarship because 60
percent of studentslose the schol-
arship. He said recipients who
can attain a B average again
should be re-admitted to the pro-

- gram, which should also be ex-

panded.

Millner said that in 1988, he
created a $500,000 scholarship
program for an all-black high
school in south Fayette County.
Recipientshad toearna 2.5 GPA
inhigh schooland maintaina 2.3
GPAincollege. He said 20 people
were given scholarships, but only
one stayed in the program to
completion.

This example, he said, em-
phasized the need for a stronger
K-12 education in Georgia.

Asheended hisappearancein
the class, Millner asked students
to be dedicated in their studies.

“This is your only chance to go
through college. You spend the
age of 19, 20, and 21 getting a
foundation. You’re in the pro-
cess of preparing yourself,” he
said. “There are three parts to
life — learning, growing, and .
giving back. At 58, I'm in the
givingback stage. You’ll be there
someday if you get your ducks in
arow.”

Francisco said he was happy
tohave Millner in his accounting
class as a successful business-
man.

“People from businesses are
welcome to come by,” he said.
“Students can learn more from
them.”

The stop at GSU was part of a
campaign swing through south-
east Georgia in the final days
before today’s election. Before
visiting the campus, Millner vis-
ited several restaurants in town
appealing for support among
Statesboro residents, including
football legend Erk Russell.
