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Carter: racist forelgn pollcy
neglects African countries

ATLANTA — Former President Carter
called the United States racist for sending
troops to Bosnia, but not to African coun-
tries with similar problems.

“We concentrate our effort and our troops

% on Bosnia, and we don’t pay any attention
to Liberia and Rwanda and Burundi and
Sudan because they’re African countries,”

. he said in a lecture to 60 international
students at Emory University.

“They’re black people and they’re poor
people and we concentrate our efforts on
white people in Europe,” Carter said. “This
is a tragedy.”

Carter has attacked the government

&% before forneglecting Africa, and hasblamed

such policies on racism and the fact that

Africa doesn’t have many oil-producing

nations, said Steven Hochman, associate
director for programs at the Carter Cen-
ter.

I8 Carteralsosaid he wasembarrassed by

B the federal budget impasse, which has

caused the government to shut down twice
in two months,

“It’'s a disgrace and a comedy among
8 children who are 40, 50, 60 and 70 years
I® 0ld,” said the 72-year-old Carter, who left
office in 1981.

“It’s an embarrassing thing for the world
to see.”

Carter’s talk marked his return after
¥ four years to Emory, a 10,000-student pri-
b vate university that is home to the Carter

Center.

Man robbed, assaulted near Plant Drive

A visitor to GSU was assaulted and
robbed of $170 Friday night in front of
Plant Operations while he and a group
of friends were walking home.

Johnny R. Whipple, 20, of Marietta,
was visiting friends in Statesboro when
the incident occurred.

Whipple said that he and his friends
were walking home when four males in
a car came up next to them.

“They asked us what was in our
pockets,” Whipple said. “Then a cop
drove by and the car took off.”

Whipple said later that night he and
his friends noticed a group of black
males behind them. :

“I turned to see the guys behind me,
and next thing I knew I was on the
ground,” Whipple said. “We wrestled
foraminute and the guy took my money
and ran.”

Johnny W. Simmons III, 20, of Co-
lumbus, who is currently not enrolled
at GSU, was charged with robbery,
minor in possession, and obstruection of
an officer.

Jay Gamba, 19, of Campus Court-
yard, and a friend of Whipple’s, was a
witness to the incident.

“I turned around and saw a big guy
wearing a tank top jog up ahead of us.
He turned around and took Johhny
down to the ground. A split second
afterwards, the cops showed up and
theblack guystook offrunning,” Gamba
said.

Whipple and his friends were walk-
ingnear the intersection of Plant Drive
and Chandler Road when the two
groupsmet for the second time, he said.

“One of the black guys apparently
hit one of the white guys [Whipple] and
knocked him to the ground,” Peaster

Captain Buddy Peaster, one of the
investigating officers, said that a group
of white men and a group of black men
first encountered each other near the
College Cinema earlier that evening,

“Somehow or another there were
some words that were passed between
the two groups,” Peaster said. “They
didn’t get into a fight or anything like
that, they just split up and everything,
apparently, according to people we
talked with at the time, seemed okay.”

The group of black men went to a
party at University Pointe and then
left to walk to Level One, Peaster said.

said,

“Atthis point we are not exactly sure
who got the money and how they got
the money,” Peaster said. Someone in
the group of black males allegedly
reached into Whipple’s pocket and took
his money.

Corporal Ron Calvert of the
Univeristy Police was on routine patrol
when he saw the incident taking place.

“When I was coming down Chandler
Road, I saw a physical altercation be-
tween nine people,” Calvert said.

Duringthe questioning at the scene,
the suspect tried to run but Calvert

chased him down, he said. The other
four black males got away.

“I then took the assailant into cus-
tody and transported him to the sta-
tion were he was questioned by detec-
tives,” Calvert said. “He was then taken
to jail at the Bulloch County Sheriff's
Department.”

The University Police then turned
the case over to the district attorney’s
office because of the felony robbery
charge, Peastersaid. Theywill present
the case before a grand jury in May.

“It’s hard to guarantee that abso-
lutely nothing like this is going to hap-
pen on campus,” Peaster said. “When
you've got people from all different back-
grounds and some have been in trouble
before, the possibility always exists for
something to happen.”

Peaster said that it’s lucky these
things don’t happen often and that
ignoring these situations encourages
more kinds of violent activity.

“We might not always catch every-
body who is going to be a wrongdoer in
the Statesboro area,” he said. “Hope-
fully us being able to have enough
people out there roaming around, can
tend to push the wrongdoers further
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As students stroll past the Foy Fine Arts Building, many enjoy the array of art always displayed.

Association awards scholarships

Proceeds from the sale of a
house recently completed by
the Home Builders Association
of Statesborowill provide schol-
arships for three GSU students
this year.

The Home Builders pooled
their own labor and materials
to build a brick, five-bedroom
water-front house on Oak
Ridge Drive that was opened
Sunday for public tours. The
house is the association’s sec-
ond scholarship house in 15
years.

The association will give the
University Foundation close to
$10,000 once the sale is com-
plete. The foundation’sendow-
ment fund uses a portion of
this money to provide $1,000
scholarships for students ma-
joringin building construction
and interior design.

In addition to scholarships,
the Home Builders’ house of-
fered practical experience for
students who plan to pursue
construction after college.

Matt Nelson,oneofthethree
1995-96 Home Builders Schol-
ars, stressed the importance of
hands-on projects such as the
association’s house.

“Real-life experience helps
me apply what I've learned in
the classroom,” said Nelson, a

construction major.

Nelson Lightsey, president
of the Home Builders Associa-
tion, said the students who
work with them are essential
to keeping organizations like
the association alive.

“The students who will re-
ceive scholarships through the
association’s endowment will
be our future leaders, and we
are happy to assist them in

theireducation,” Lightsey said.

The 80-member local chap-
ter of the National Home Build-
ers Association was founded
and expanded by former chap-
ter president Ellis Cartee.
Cartee and fellow Association
member Donald NeSmith were
responsible for coordinating
the construction of the newest
scholarship house.

“It’s because of them that
the chapter got organized and
the house got built,” said Jim
Sopher, Vice President of the
Building Construction Guild.
“Without them it wouldn’t have
gotten done.”

NeSmith said that the
house’s construction was a big
project, but that the final re-
wards were worth the effort.

“Coordinating a project like
this is a big undertaking, but
the cooperation was incred-
ible,” NeSmith said. “That
genuine commitment to the
project allows us to make a
sizable contribution to the
Home Builders’ scholarship
endowment.”

In hopes to increase alumni
participation at GSU, a stu-
dent alumni council is in the
works and will hopefully be
operational by March 1.

Such organizations already
exist all over the state and
nation and the alumni asso-
ciation hopes that the council
will help bridge the missing
link between student life and
alumni life, Cheryl Gay, assis-
tant director of alumni rela-
tions, said.

“We hope this will create
loyalty to GSU before they
graduate,” she said.

The student couneil will dif-
fer from the alumni associa-
tion mainly because the asso-
ciationisprimarily alumniand
this would involve students,
not just the alumni, she said.

There are 30 positions open
to all GSU students, especially
those who are service-oriented
and loyal to the university al-
ready, Gay said.

The organization will help
host alumni events and will be

in charge of at least one service
project. Also the council will
be a good way for students to
acquire contacts through the
alumni before they graduate,
she said.

“It’ll be a very visible orga-
nization and because it’s new,
the students will have more
freedom to choose what they
want to do,” Gay said. *

Currently thereare 12 mem-
bers on the council, but they
need at least 15 to be char-
tered as an organization, she
said.

“The biggest contribution,
in some people’s mind, isthat
we raised $19 million in the
Capital Campaign,” Robins
said.

“The biggest fund-raising
accomplishment we made
was the expansion ofthe 1906
Society from about 40 mem-
bers to about 500 members
giving at the level of a thou-
sand or higher. We also re-
ceived the first major gift of
$1 million dollars from the
Woodruff Foundation out of
Atlanta to a south Geargla
school.”

The Woodruff Foundation
donation is to go towards the
construction of the new wild-
life facility.

“T do think the reason for
the success is the Georgia
Southern Foundation, the
Alumni Association, and the
Boostersall workingtogether
has made our program as
good as it is,” Robins said.
“T'vereally had a good experi-
ence here. I truly love Geor-
gia Southern and there will
be a lot of mixed emotions
when I retire.”

ATLANTA — Abortion foes
and pro-choice groups demon-
strated for their causes with ral-
lies and candlelight vigils to com-
memorate the anniversary ofthe
U.S. Supreme Court decision
striking abortion laws.

At a Capitol rally Monday,
leadersofthe anti-abortion move-
ment asked their followeres to
lobby lawmakers for a law mak-
ing abortion clinics warn women
of the medical risks of abortion.

Monday evening, 65 people
turned out at a midtown Atlanta
park in chilly, windy weather to
support a woman’sright tochoose
an abortion.

It is no longer a question of
abortion, but is about choice, said
the Rev. David Key of Oconee
County.

“It’s not just choice in the
doctor’s otiice or in the bedroom,
but in the classroom as well,” he
said.

The anti-abortion crowd filled

_ the west plaza of the state Capi-

tol grounds and overflowed into
astreet blocked offby police cruis-
ers.

The group declared its rally ,
an annual event, amemorial ser-
vice for children who were
aborted.

They also warned that actress
Jane Fonda’s bid to thwart a
proposed law limiting sex educa-
tion in school will lead to more
abortions.

ATLANTA — A proposal be-
fore the Georgia Senate aims to
cut down on long lines outside

women'’s restrooms.

Marable, D-Rome, would require

“Men can go into a bathroom
at a faster pace and be out before
women,” Marable said today. “It
takes them longer. It’s just na-
ture and the type of society we
live in, the types of clothes we
wear, all that.”

Marable said he got the idea
after a television news showhigh-
lighted the problem last sum-
mer. He began dropping the sub-
jeet into conversations with
women, who confirmed that the
toilet troubles were for real.

“Almost any woman I have
talked to about it has expressed
there’s a great need and said
how they were inconvenienced
or embarrassed by that situa-
tion,” Marable said. “Many told
stories of having to go to men’s
restrooms that are not beingused
at the time.”

“We are the majority of Ameri-
cans in what we believe. We are
not the minority,” Carolyn
Garcia, legislative director for
Georgia Right to Life, told a
cheering crowd gathered on the
23rd anniversary of Roevs.

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Hiring, firing, hating and loving: Today’s debate
Quotas work against the principles of American economy

Lately, it seems a lot of con-
troversy has arisen in the area of
hiring practices.

Quotas and cases of diserimi-
nation have spurred an uproar
among many groups. Many ar-
gue that strict legislation is the
best way to control and prevent
executives from hiring people
based on their backgrounds
rather than their abilities.

But lawmakers must keep
their noses out of the private
sector. Private business owners
should be entitled to hire and
fire whomeverthey wish on what-
ever basis they wish. They have
every right to control all pro-
cesses within their company, es-
pecially when these decisions
have a direct bearing on the
monetary success or failure of
their companies.

One satisfactory argument
against quotas and affirmative
action in private companies is
that, in many cases, they have
caused more qualified people to
be passed over in favor of less
qualified individuals belonging
to a minority which has, in the
past, suffered the outrages of dis-
crimination.

Being required to hire less
qualified individuals goes
against the very fabric of the
American economic system. Be-
ing a white male, I have found
myself ineligible for a number of
grants and scholarships.

Though my natural reaction
would be one of anger or frustra-
tion, I must accept that someone
who has his own money should
be able to give it to whomever he
desires.

I can, however, be justified in
my anger if legislation required
a private company to discrimi-
nate against me. Nolaw should
be enacted which tells people to
whom they must give their
money.

The most convincing argu-
ment against hiring laws in pri-
vatebusinessesisthat, in a capi-
talist system, people must have
the right to spend their money in
whatever manner they see fit.

Americans greatly value the
freedom to spend their money as

Iam in noway tryingtojustify
the intolerant views of the igno-
rant. But it is not the

Business outside the private
sector is an entirely different
story. 1 would not argue against
legislation on hiring practices in
public or governmental organi-
zations.

It
would almost certainly be detri-
mental to any form of business.
In order to be successful, execu-
tives must be willing to do what-
ever it takes to create a better
service or product. They, there-
fore, would be inclined to hire
those individuals capable of fo-
menting the best innovations in
their particular fields.

If a company were to reject a
highly-skilled applicant based on

federal subsidies and tax dollars
collected from the United States’
diverse population. This, then,
is an entirely different scenario
than a private business funded
by an individual or small group
of people. Since everyone pays,
everyone should control the way
this money is delegated.

People need to recognize that
no one deserves a job. This com-
mon misconception is the result
of years during which employ-
ment was abundant. When a

qualified person gets passed over
or even fired, people sympathize
with that person. It is indeed
sad to see someone lose his job.
The ensuing change of lifestyle
and decreased ability to provide
for a family which are likely to

occuraretruly saddeningevents.

However, looking at it from a
businessman’s perspective, it is
unfair to say that any owner is
obligated to maintain or add
people to the payroll because of
the trials an employee or appli-
cant has endured. .

No rational person could ar-
gue that anyone should serve as
an authority over a person to
delegate his earnings.

When it comes to making de-
cisions in a private business, the
CEOQ’s word should be final.

People are not justified for
beingignorant or holding preju-
dices, but it is not the job of the
government to correct these mat-
ters.

Eagles clawed by Davidson

Coming off an upset win over
East Tennessee State, the GSU
Eagles traveled to Davidson in
an attempt to win their third
game of the season. This proved
to no avail as the Wildcats over-
came a half-time deficit to cap-
ture a 71-46 win, upping their
record to 14-3, and a perfect 5-0
in the Southern Conference.

“They were just older, deeper,
and a more mature team,” GSU
Coach GreggPolinsky said Tues-
day. “They were all over us inthe
second half, and pressed from
start to finish.”

The Eagles shocked the
Davidson home crowd by hitting
for 46 percent from the field in
the first half, and going 8-11 from
the foul line. Freshman Johna
Seay contributed 11 points in
the first period, along with the
nine points from Duane Goebel,
who fouled out five minutes into
the second half.

Seay got the scoring started
with a lay-up assisted by
Fernando Daniel, who in the
game suffered a sprained toe but
continued to play. The Eagles
stretched the lead to four, but
the Wildcats clawed back when
Mark Donnelly hit a three-
pointer, followed by a Brandon
Williams layup at the 14:40
mark.

Seay scored five of the next
seven Eagle points to regain the
advantage, and Goebel’s trey
later in the half added to the
lead. By half-time, GSU held a
nine-point lead.

In the half, the Eagles man-
aged to hold Davidson’s Quinn
Harwood and Williams to just
six points apiece, while out-re-
bounding them 25-17.

“We were abletoget good shots
in the first half,” Polinsky said.
“We executed well and out-re-

bounded them. We were doing a
lot of things right.”

Davidson, who was coming off

a 49-point win over Marshall,
found themselves down to the
last place team in the conference
and finally woke up. '

Williams opened up to score
15 in the second half, giving him
atotal of 21 to end the game.

The Eagles shotjust 4-21 from
the field and 1-6 from the line,

The hole they were
in mid-way through the game
was no longer existent, and as of
five minutes into the half, were
forcing the Eagles into one of
their own.

The Wildcats hit four three-
pointers, two by Ray Minlend,
adding to the lead, but the tran-
sition game gave the most pun-
ishment for the Eagles. Davidson
was able to get all but one player
in the game, which physically
wore down the Eagles

The Wildcat full-court press
contributed to a season high of
30 GSU turnovers while throw-

ing away 12 of their own.

“They’re hard to play,”
Polinsky said. “They beat Ole
Miss and UNC-Charlotte on the
road, and then beat Marshall by
50. I think, by far they are the
best in the league.”

“But I'm again pleased with
the effort that we gave.

Borrs Becker destroys Auss'e fleld

MELBOURNE— Michael
Chang was surprised at how pa-
tiently Boris Becker played at
thestart oftheir Australian Open
final.

That was an unusual tactic
forthe free-swinging Becker, and
it got him off to a 4-0 lead on his
way to a 6-2, 6-4, 2-6, 6-2 tri-
umph.

But over the long run, the
German who burst on the scene
by becoming the youngest
Wimbledon champion at age 17
in 1985 hasbeen patiently work-
ing his way back up after a five-
year drought in Grand Slam tour-
naments.

His last Grand Slam tourna-
ment vietory had been in 1991,
also in the Australian, when he
climbed briefly to the No. 1 rank-
ing.

He slipped out of the top 10 in
the rankings in 1993.

At the Australian Open, he
suffered a first-round defeat in
1993, skipped 1994, then lost in
the first round again in 1995.

Attention here had focused on
whowould emerge as No. 1-Pete
Sampras, Andre Agassi or Tho-
mas Muster.

Sampras was gone after three
rounds and Muster after four.
Agassi thus was able to reclaim
the top ranking by reaching the
semifinals.

Meanwhile, Changwas charg-
ing through to the final without
losinga set—even against Agassi.
Becker was struggling, coming
from behind in his first two
rounds — both five-set matches —
before starting to find his form.

In losing to Chang, Agassi
went all-out for winners, often
hitting big misses instead.

On Sunday, Becker broke
Chang’s first two service games
by setting up his points care-
fully, changing pace and draw-

ing Chang into uncharacteristic
€rrors.

“He was playing some pretty
good patient tennis today, the
kind of tennis you normally
wouldn’t see as much from Boris,”
Chang said.

Acrobatic volleys reminiscent
of the young Boris also helped.

“It’s a bit frustrating because
you have an opportunity to put
the ball away and Boris just hap-
pens to guess right on the shot
and get his racket on it and play
a great shot,” Chang added.

Becker married in 1993, at his
career’s low point.

He said Sunday that his wife
asked for another Grand Slam
triumph: “Please do it one more
time for me.”

“l was patient,” he said. “It
took me 2 1/2 years to get closer
and closer.”

He studied why other players
were beating him,

“I sort of changed my whole
game. I started from the serve,
from the second serve, my volley,
from my fitness to my
groundstrokes.

I think I became a complete
player who doesn’t rely only on
his first serve but who changes

his tactics sometimes,” Becker
said.
Now, “in the autumn of my

career,” the 28-year-old Becker
said he still can add to histotal of
six Grand Slam tournament
titles.

He has his sights set now on
the French Open, the only Grand
Slam event he hasn’t won.

And winning all four in one
year, something last done by a
man in 1969 by Rod Laver, “is a
dream of mine,” Becker said.

Chang acknowledged the ex-
pectations on him after he won
the French Open in 1989, also at
age 17.

He since hasreached only two
more Grand Slam tournament

finals, losing to Muster in the
French last year before bowing
to Becker on Sunday.

The 1989 triumph was “very,
very unexpected,” he said, and
now “sometimespeople forget I'm
only 23 yearsold. ... Ifeellikemy
best tennisisstill ahead of me. ...
Hopefully things will come my
way soon.”

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Tori Amos’ latest album surpasses previous efforts

After releasing two of the
greatest albums to date (Little
Earthquakes and Under the
Pink), it seems Tori has been
holding out on us. She has had a
whole arsenal of potential
sounds, not to mention instru-
ments, that she’sbeen hoarding,

They have unconsciously es-
caped her Pandora’s box on her
latest, most ambitious effort,
Boys for Pele.

It appears that living in that
house over a river in England
seems to have somehow tainted
her already waning sanity and
has sent this album in a direc-
tion careening towards the sun.
We yell, “Earth to Tori” and she
Jjust sticks out her tongue.

Thisunapologeticfeminist has
proven herselftobe arguably the
best pianist/female vocalist in
modern rock today. She sneers
at conformity, bucks society’s
feminine ideals, and eats Chris-
tianity raw.

The cover of Boys to Pele pre-
pares us for its contents. Tori
has become the hunter. With
mud-worn feet and dead roost-
ers dangling in the background,
she gives us that, “What do you
thinkyou are lookingat?”look as
the piano burns in the corner.

Thisalbumisilluminated with
experimental tracks (i.e. your
typical B-sides) that the main-
stream listener normally doesn’t
encounter.

Sometimes these work amaz-
ingly well (“Agent Orange”);
sometimes they don’t (“Way
Down”). But Tori is secure
enough with her work to take
them off the cutting room floor,
dust them off, and prominently
display them with the rest.

They fit in quite nicely. It’s as
if we're sitting down to listen to
Tori unwind in this amazing
story and every once in a while
she gets off the subject when
something flashes to mind. She
tells us a quick little antidote
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then plugs back into the tale
where she left off.

Thebestexampleof
this comes in the
album’s introduction
“Beauty Queen” that
feeds directly into
“Horses.” It’s an eerie
piece reminiscent of
“The Pool” that runs
shivers directly up
your spine.

The crazy lyrics she
started to seriously
meddle with in Under
the Pink have culmi-
nated almost to the
point of absurdity. 'm |
not criticizing her
song-writing ability,
mind you, it’sjust that
her material on Little
Earthquakes was so
emotional it was as if
Tori picked a scab on
herarm and then stuck her open
sore in our face.

First you get a feeling of re-
vulsion, then you become curi-
ously fascinated.

The absurdity of these convo-
luted lyrics lead one deep into a
mental rut of deciphering the
intricate hidden meaning from
the filler that ultimately just
leaves you exhausted. But what
she lacks in muddled lyrics, she
more than makes up for in con-
tinuing her crusade to give
Christianity the good pummel-
ing it needs.

Sacrilege is truly Tori’s play-
ground.

In songs like “Mohammed, -

my friend,” she questions Jesus’
gender by saying, “we both know
it was a girl back in Bethlehem \
on that faithful day\ when she
was crucified.”

Also, on one of the album’s
stand-out tracks “Father Luci-
fer,” she presents a conversa-
tion like one might sit and have
with your grandfather. She
makes the playful stab of —
“how’s your Jesus Christ been
hanging?”

The most noteworthy. of her
approaches is when she returns
to her traditional softer melo-
dies featuring hereloguent voice
backed by her beautiful piano.
In four songs, she comes as close
to flawlessness as she ever has.

“Caught a Lite Sneeze” com-
bines her heavy pianoslaced with

the harpsichord to give us a
infectious “Cornflake
Girl” type of song.
You'resittingthere tap-
ping your fingers along
while her feminist over-
tones squeeze through
in line like — “I need a
big loan from the girl
zone.”

“Hey Jupiter” is a
beautiful piece on lost
love and looking for
friendships where
seemingly there are
none.

“Horses” is a light
song. It’s cheery, with
touches of dark pianos,
in a typical defining
Amos’ unique sound.

Lastly, “Putting the
Damage On,” which I
see as the perfect title
