Last quarter, Walraven asked for a

postponement of CLEC’s budget hear-
ing, citing procedural reasons.

Nolen agreed to postpone the meet-
ing so Walraven could study CLEC’s
budget more carefully.

However, SGA has been meeting
with Bayens and Cahill to go over her

budget request for next year. Approval

for her budget could come as early as
today.

“Neither I nor any other members of
the committee have been contacted,”
Andrews said. “The student part of the

committee wants some serious ques-

tions answered.”
In the past two years, Cahill has

failed to have SGA approval for her
student members on the CLEC com-

mittee. These violations were brought
into the open in recent months and an
agreement was reached that Cahill
would send her CLEC appointments to
SGA for approval, and that SGA would

place two representatives on the com-

mittee.

After receiving $3.2 million
in funding from the Board of
Regents, GSU officials plan to
purchase the Forest Drive and
the Family and Consumer Sci-
ences modular buildings.

“When we lease buildings
we pay a lot of money to rent
them and we never really own
them,” said Philip Hodge, di-
rector of facilities planning.
“If we buy a building we make
paymentsonitlike a mortgage
for a house and then we own it.
By buying these buildings, we
will eliminate many years of
paying rent.”

Presently, the Family Con-
sumer Sciences building rents
for $287,412 and the Forest
Drive building rents for
$675,129.

“The rent for these build-
ings combined is nearly $1
million, and if you look at the
purchase price for both of these
buildings we can go ahead and
purchase them for $3.2 mil-
lion,” said Lee Davis, legal as-
sistant to the vice president
for business and finance.
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GSU will buy the currently leased Family Consumer Sciences, above, and the Forest Drive Buildings.

Also if the university were
tocontinue leasingthesebuild-
ings it would cost $200,000 to
remove the buildings at.a later
date, Davis said.

These two buildings were
chosen out of the nine modular
buildings at GSU becausethey

are sturdier.

In addition to strongerroofs
and foundations, these build-
ingshave metal sandwich pan-
els on the outside of the build-
ings rather than plywood,
Hodge said.

County considers liquor referendum

GSU students who are reg-
istered to vote in Bulloch
County may get the opportu-
nity to voice their opinions
about liquor in the county if
many of the county commis-
sioners get their way.

Several of the county com-
missioners have said they
would like to see a ligour sales
referendum on the ballot in
November.

Bulloch County Commis-
sioner Anthony Simmons, who
isspearheadingtheeffort, said
that revenue generated from
the sale of liquor by the drink
and by the package could go to
funding for several county
projects.

“Obviously, therevenue gen-
erated from the sale of liquor
could go towards funding
projects such as schools, roads
and other capital projects,”
Simmons said.

Those opposed to the sale of
liguor in the county say that
liquor may lead to an increase

in alcohol-related deaths, but
Simmons said he looks at it
strictly from a revenue stand-
point.

“My thing is the capital

point, “ he said. “All the extra
revenue would be good for the
county.”

Simmons also said that if
this referendum goes on the
ballot in November which will

also coincide with the presi-
dential election, thenresidents
will be more likely to vote.

“This will be the opportu-
nity for Bulloch County resi-
dents to have their say once
and for all about liquor in the
county,” he said. “If they vote
against it, then they’ve had
their say and I won’t bring it
up again.”

An option to sell only liquor
by the drink is also an issue
that the county hasconsidered,
but Simmons said that would
be pointless.

“Ifyouonlyput liquor by the
drink on a referendum, then
eventually you’ll have to vote
on package sales as well,”
Simmons said. “We might as
well just get both on the ballot
andvoteyeaornayeither way.”

There has not yet been a
formal discussion regarding
the liquor referendum,
Simmons said. He said that it
has only been a few of them
talking about it informally.

“A few of us have brought it

enough quality so we can use
them for a long time,” he said.

“Also, because we are pur-
chasing these buildings, if we
want to make any changes in
them such as moving walls, we
are freetodoso. Thiswould not
have been possible under the

GSU to buy two rented modular buildings

lease.”

Plans are underway for the
other modular buildings at
GSU.

“We have a five-year plan,
and every year we update our
plan,” Hodge said. “Bach year
we want to prioritize the build-
ings we want to build and the
ones we want to tear down. It
isn’t our goal to get rid of all
the old buildings, but rather to
renovate the buildings with
historical significance such as
the Administration Building.”

Some of the modular build-
ings on campus really do not
utilize space efficiently be-
cause they are usually only
small one-story buildings, he
said.

The power, water and gas
are now disconnected in the
South Building and should be
removed by June 30.

Other modular buildings
like the Health Services Build-
ing, the Tech III Building, and
the Blue Building will eventu-
ally be removed, he said.

“We have a plan, but we'’re
Jjust waiting on the funding,”
Hodge said.

Food services refunds $30,000 to meal plan students

GSU food services reim-
bursed students $30,000 last
quarter due to an oversight in
the meal plan budget, Tom
Palfy, director of food services,
said.

Palfy said he first became
aware of the situation after

redoingthe figuresthat were
published last quarter.

He found that the winter
and spring quarters con-
sisted of three fewer days
than fall quarter schedule,
upon which the meal plan
budget is based.

A total of 1,800 students
received a refund for their

winter meal plans.

Students with the 5/1 plan
received $10 and those with
the 5/2 planreceived $19, Palfy
said.

Students with eitherthe 7/2
or 7/3 meal plan did not receive
a refund due to the price of
their plans being lower than
the $3.60 value, he said.

Palfyalsosaid thatnormally
there was one less day in win-
ter quarter than fall quarter
and one more day in spring

 quarter, which balanced out

the pricing.

“Forsomereason there were
three fewer days in this year
and I didn’t realize that,” Palfy
said.

Aletter wassentoutaweek
before finals to each of the
students’ Landrum boxes
stating what the refund was
for.

The price for the 5/1 plan
has been lowered by $19 and
the 5/2 plan by $10 for the
spring quarter tocompensate
for the fewer days.

Joseph Paul Franklin, 45, de-
tailed the Fort Wayne shooting
recentlyin an interview, portray-
ing it as part of a crime spree
s motivated by his white suprema-
cist beliefs.

Franklin already is serving

sixlife sentences plus31yearsin
{ prison for murders. He is now
beingheldin the St. Louis County
Jail in Missouri, awaiting trial
on another slaying and could re-
ceive the death penalty for that
crime. -

He was indicted in the 1978
shooting in Georgia of Hustler
magazine publisher Larry Flynt,
but not tried.

Between July 29, 1977 and
Aug. 20, 1980, authorities say
Franklin roamed through the
Midwest, the South and the West
with his rifle and telescopic
sights. They say he gunned down
* as many as 20 people, including
two men in Indianapolis.

“l was the executioner, the
» judge and the jury,” the pale,
bespectacled Franklin told The
Indianapolis Star and The In-
dianapolis News in an interview
at the St. Louis jail. “I was on a
holy war against evildoers.”

He said the “evildoers” in-
cluded blacks, Jews and interra-
cial couples he encountered in
Utah, Missouri, Wisconsin, In-
diana, Ohio, Virginia and Ten-
nessee. He also said he shot and
wounded Flynt because Flynt
had published sexually explicit
photographs of a racially mixed
couple.

In the interview, Franklin for
the first time revealed how he
shot Jordan, who was then presi-
dent of the National Urban
League.

Franklin said he had come to
Fort Wayne from Chicago after
failing to stalk and kill Jesse
Jackson.

In the northeast Indiana city,
Franklin said he hoped to target
“race mixers.” But after hearing
a news broadecast that Jordan
would be speaking at Fort
Wayne’s Marriott Hotel,
Franklin decided to go after him.

Franklin said he learned Jor-
dan was staying at the hotel,
waited for dark and parked his
car beside a nearby highway. He
said he raised the hood to look
like he had car trouble, then
waited in the grass with hishunt-
ing rifle, about 140 feet from his
target. :

Late that evening, a car
parked near theroomandablack
man got out on the passenger
side into the lighted parking lot.

Franklin said he didn’t know
if it was Jordan, but he fired
anyway, sending a 30.06 bullet
intoJordan’sback nearhisspine.
The wound was so large, a sur-

geon later said he could put his
fist into it.

Realizing Bosnia’s urgency

In light of the recent tragedy involving the deaths of
U.S. Commerce Secretary Ron Brown and 32 business
executives and officials, the importance of the conflict in
Bosnia has hit close to home.

Brown, along with several top U.S. business executives,
was visiting Bosnia and Croatia last week to investigate
possibilities for business investment and to determine
priorities for U.S. assistance when their plane crashed
into a mountain outside the Croatian town of Dubrovnik.

An editorial in a Croatian newspaper said, “We mourn
alongside America. Brown’s plane down — our tragedy
too.” The Bosnians take note of America’s tragedy. Do
Americans in general take note?

We, as Americans, but more specifically as students,
must not ignore the turmoil in Bosnia. Since the fighting
and war has not taken place in our own backyards, on
American soil, we tend to dismiss the efforts of our
military troops and leaders who have been fighting to
restore peace in the war-torn country.

Officials believe that the military efforts in Bosnia
nave been successful in keeping the peace, but the
sconomic and political efforts to help rebuild the country
were not as successful.

In fact, the slow pace of the economic rebuilding
orompted Ron Brown and the business executives to
visit Bosnia. Brown had hoped to help officials find the
sest ways to spend $200 million in U.S. aid.

Did they, along with all the other troops, die in vain?
They will have if America soon forgets them. Opinion
solls show that our citizens cannot relate to the Bosnia
oroblem. Without a specific face to visualize as the
snemy, we seem to disregard, trivialize, or ignore the
;roops sent to fight for ideals such as democracy or peace.

America sent those troops and money to Bosnia, but do
the majority of Americans take the time to read the
neadlines and news concerning the mission? We took
note, as we should, of the tragic plane crash which killed
at least 33 people, but do we take note of the troops who
nave been killed in the name of peace? -

Death nothing
new for sports

It was probably the most
disturbing thing I have ever
seen — National League um-
pire John McSherry collapsing
of a heart-attack in Cincinnati
during the Reds’ opening-day
game.

As I watch the tape played

-on ESPN for the first time, and
the second, and the third, the
thought kept crossing my mind
of what he must have been
thinking as he called his last
pitch, turned around, and mo-
tioned for help.

MecSherry was one of the
most respected umpires in
baseball. He was well-liked by
his colleagues, as well as team
managers and players. The
whole world came to shock
when they saw him fall face-
first onto the grass of
Riverfront Stadium in front of
thousands of spectators.

It is one of those things that
is not easily forgotten.

Unfortunately in the sports
world, tragedies such as this
are not uncommon.

Athletes are in the public-
eye, and when something un-
fortunate happens to them, ev-
erybody knows about it within
24 hours.

Take for instance when
Magic Johnson first announced
he had the HIV virus, when
professional basketball player
Drazen Petrovich was killed in
a car accident, and when
NASCAR driver Davey Allison
died in a helicopter crash
shortly after his friend, and
Winston Cup champion, Alan
Kulwicki was killed when his
Bristol-bound plane went down
in the middle of the night.

There was also Reggie Lewis
of the Boston Celtics, Jerome
Brown of the Philadelphia
Eagles, and NASCAR driver
Neal Bonnett’s death at
Daytona.

The list could go on and on.

We find it astonishing when
tragedy hits sports figures be-
cause for the first time we real-
ize they are normal people just
like us.

But what impresses me
about the sports world is when
something tragic happens,
people look for answers and try
to find ways to prevent it from
happening again. It is the
simple art of finding something
positive from the negative.

For example, exactly a week
after McSherry died, friend
and fellow umpire Eric Gregg
was granted a leave-of-absence
by the league to create time to
be used for better managing
his weight. Gregg, who weighs
325 pounds, has been an um-
pire in the big leagues for 19
years.

He called McSherry’s death
his “wake-up call,” and he
plans to get in better shape so
he can have a future to look
forward to as an umpire.

Also, Major League Baseball
has now started talks of having
physicals for umpires in hopes
that they will become better
physically fit.

The people of sports should
be commended for looking at
the positive aspects of these
events instead of sulking over
something that can no longer
be avoided.

That is a mark towards
today’s society. As long as that
attitude can be kept, there will
be nothing that will hinder the
competitiveness and the love
for athletics.

We will miss McSherry, and
we will move on.

Vanessa Fawcett remembers
the first time she pitched at GSU.

PHILADELPHIA — There
were too many tears to believe
that Darren Daulton’s stay on
the disabled list won’t turn into
his retirement.

Daulton, who epitomized the
“Macho Row” mentality that
brought the Phillies the 1993 NL
championship, wasn’t ready to
call it quits when he suddenly
announced Sunday that his bad
knees were forcing him out of the
lineup and into rehabilitation.

“I don’t know how to handle
thatyet.I'm not ready forit right
now,” the catcher-turned-out-
fielder said.

“I don’t have a speech ready.
I'm going to go back at it, and I’ll
know later on.”

All indications are that
Daulton, who has had nine knee
operations over his 16 pro sea-
sons, won't be able to come back.
But team physician Dr. Phillip
Marone said he expects to know
within a month whether there’s
a chance.

It’s not a good sign when your
manager starts speaking about
you in the past tense, though.

“I've never had a player that
gave as much as he gave,” said
Jim Fregosi, his voice cracking
and his eyes wet. “He gave all he
could give. And I really take it as
an honor to have been able to
manage this guy.”

Daulton, who will go to the
Phillies’ spring training base in
Clearwater, Fla., gave no par-
ticular reason for optimism.

“Right now I don’t know if the
knee is healed up, and I don’t
know if it ever will be,” Daulton
said after the Phillies’ game
against Cincinnati was rained
out.

He said he realized he was
hurting the team after Saturday
night’s game against the Reds.

Spemﬁcaliy, Daulton saLd he

Although he dropped some fly
balls during spring training, the
bigger problem was his sore
knees.

Asked ifhe had thought about
retiring, Daulton joked, “Which
year?”

“Sure,”he answered. “I'm look-
ing at that right now, just for the
fact that I don’t know. Last night
was the first nlght that whlle I

bat.

Fawcett’s ERA and record has
improved each year.

Her record this year is 14-9
and ERA is .87.

She attributes thisto pitching
being “all mental and confi-
dence.”

Fawcett is a math education
major, but wantsto stay involved
with softball.

“My ideal job would be a ca-
reer in teaching and coaching,”
she said. “I don’t want the pres-
suresofbeinga head coach,soI'd
really liketobe a pitching coach.”

When Fawcett has free time
from softball and studying, she
enjoys going out, watching tele-
vision, hanging out with friends
and playing with her pet pig,
Abraham, and her Chihuahua,
TK, she said.

“He’s taking a step to help our
team. He didn’t feel he was physi-
cally helpingus right now. And I
think he’s taking a step to im-
prove that right now.”

“He’ll be sorely missed,”
Incaviglia said. “You've got to
give the guy credit for gutting it
out as long as he has.”

Daulton was a 25th-round
draft pick by the Phillies in 1980.
He became the team’s full-time
catcher in 1986, but really came
into his own in the past five sea-
sons.

In 1992, he established career
highs in batting average (.270)
and home runs (27), while lead-
ing the NL with 109 RBIs. He
had 105 RBIs in the Phillies’
championship season in 1993,
and hit .300 in 1994 while play-
ing only 60 games because of a
broken collarbone.

For his career, Daulton, who
played in histhird All-Star game
last season, is a .243 hitter with
128 home runs and 525 RBIs in
1,025 games.

Daulton joins four pitchers _
Tyler Green, Curt Schilling,
David West and Bobby Munoz _
and the team’s purest hitter,
Gregg Jefferies, on the disabled

‘Fargo’ proves worthy of the Coen name

“Fargo” is the latest collabo-
ration by the Coen brothers
(“Raising Arizona,” “The
Hudsucker Proxy”) and if you’re
familiar with this duo, then
you're aware that the film is di-
rected by Joel Coen, produced by
Ethan Coen, and written by both.

You should also have a sense
of the unique blend of comedy
andviolence in each of their films
(especially “Miller’s Crossing,”
“Barton Fink,” and “Blood
Feast”), although there’s often
more of one than another.

This element is also present
in“Fargo.” However, it surpasses
the usual level which could be
considered offbeat and creates
one that’s downright bizarre.

“Fargo” is a dark comedy
through and through, offering
extreme counter plays between
scenes that arehilarious and vio-
lently horrific. There’s even a
scene in which a man feeds
hacked-up body parts into a

wood-chipper.,

It takes guts to try to pull offa
balance between these two at-
tributes and get away with it,
but the Coen team has done it
once again.

“Fargo”isalsoabold endeavor
inthatit’s closely based on a true
story, which usually makes for a
dry movie. But even so the film
accomplishes this with a quirky
hoakiness (characteristics of
most movies by Joel and Ethan
Coan).

The film relates an event in
which a car salesman, played by
William H. Macy (“Mr. Holland’s
Opus,” “ER”), hires two crimi-
nals (Steve Buscemi and Peter
Stormare) to kidnap his wife in
hopes of eliciting a ransom from
his wealthy father-in-law.
FrancesMcDormand starsasthe
pregnant chief of police who in-
vestigates the case when the
botched kidnapping results in
multiple homicides.

McDormand is irresistible,
although she doesn’t even show

up until halfway through the
film. It’s hard to take her seri-
ously with her small-town con-
geniality and maternal condition
(as she waddles around gather-
ing clues), but she proves to be
competent throughout.

This is more than can be said
for her adversaries. The kidnap-
pers are more comical than
threatening. Buscemi chatters

incessantly whereas Stormare
has a total of five lines through-
out the entire film.

Buscemi (“Reservoir Dogs”) ,
a Coen brothers’ favorite, is the
most revoltingman alive. Some-
how he manages to come across
as sleazy even while wearing a
yellow turtleneck. |

Macy, on theotherhand, plays
the wimpiest man alive, but he
does it well. A veteran of David

Mamet plays converted to the
big screen (“Homicide,”
“Oleanna”), Macy is a relative
unknown just like the rest of the
cast.

To be honest, Macy butchers
Mamet’s sporadic, choppy writ-
ing style in these films (Com-
pared to, oh say, Al Pacino or
Jack Lemmon in “Glengarry
Glenn Ross”), making them
unwatchable. However, he per-
forms well in “Fargo.”

Even Prince plays a bit part
as a man fleeing a car accident.
This is unusual not only because
you can’t see his face, but be-
cause a different guy plays the
same character when you can.
(Butlknowit’'shim—Isawthat
stupid sign on the credits).

“Fargo” is polished and
hammy like all Coen movies.
Almost every character speaks
with the most labored
midwestern Yankee accent. This
dialect, although humorous, is
overdone so much it sounds like
the setting is Canada. I would

chalk this up to poor direction,
but Joel and Ethan Coen are
from Minnesota where the film
takes place, so it must be inten-
tional.

Speaking of which, Fargo is
the name of a city in North Da-
kota (where the kidnappers are
from). It’s not relevant to the
film, but I guess Braynard didn’t
sound good as a movie title. I
thought the title had something
to do with Wells Fargo Armored
Wagons.

Regardlessofthetitle, the film
is wonderful. The cinematogra-
phy is excellent as well as the
musie, which is arranged by
Carter Burwell (“Rob Roy”), who
provides the music for all the
Coen brothers’ films. Burwell’s
music tends to be overbearing
and excessively melodramaticin
places, but the foreboding qual-
ity is perfect for “Fargo’s” incon-
gruity.

The overall impact is success- .
ful. “Fargo” tackles a challeng-
ing style and makes it work.

It’s basically a
songabout arich acquain-
tance of Cocker’s (vocal-
ist) seeking out the trivi-
alities of common life say- &
ingtohim,“Iwanttosleep
with common people like
you”. To which Cocker
slyly replies, “I'll see what
I can do.”

After you’re through
dancing yourself into a #&
foaming frenzy, you may
come to ask yourself,

Requiem
Exquisite Feline

Allthe mystical halosand fairy
dust have been brought from
their pouches for Pulse’s debut
effort, “Requiem.” Many differ-
ent styles merge to produce this
frail balance of sheer beauty that
Pulse: has achieved within this
album.

The instrumentals come on as
lightly drifting new age harmo-

‘niesthat seem totakeon alifeall
their own after the first few notes
escape into the air. They almost
seem to be twisting and turning
quite aimlessly along their own
precarious pathways lacking
purpose, yet holding steadfast to
a fixed destination.

The rock influences are quite
evident as well, like in the song
“Emotions.” Pulse leaves you sit-
ting there, perched in dire an-
ticipation, waiting for them to
just go off and really start rock-
ing. But that is just not their
style. Subtlety and precision are
the keys to what make Pulse
work so well.

Patience is a virtue that these
artists have recognized and uti-
lized to absolute perfection. The
deliberateness of songs like “the
Unveiling” and “Exhale” is sim-
ply uncanny.

In “Exhale” for example, they
issue us in on a long carpet of
surreal darkness and desire.
Then the soft longing of Patti
Howard’s vocals seem to drift in
and circle around without ever
coming into clear view. Pulse’s
floating mysticism’s are a defi-
nite head trip that beckons you
to close your eyes and just let
yourself go to .

The instrumentals may be
what make this group so pas-
sionately enticing and keep you
constantly pining for more, but
Patti Howard’s vocals are a
strong addition that ultimately
givesthis group their certaindis-
tinction.

In these beautiful verses that
Patti has composed, her opera
training is strongly apparent in
the way that her voice is con-
stantly residing near that glass

shattering range. Though this is
by far her strongest asset, her
versatility is also quite impres-
sive.

In“Blasphemous Desires,” she
alternates from her usual lofty
swooning to a quiet innocence
that’s quite engaging. This song
alsofeaturesJames Salter’s (lead

complement to Howard’s. This
song as a whole is easily one of
the album’s finest tracks with
it’s light rock appeal, distinctive
cymbals and the best harmoniz-
ing between Howard and Salter
that the album has to offer.

“Static”, the pinnacle of this
searing album, offerssome great
arrangements between Howard
and the riveting instrumentals
that seem to dance along beside
her: each in step with the other
and each beat going hand in
hand.

I'm truly amazed by the ef-
fortlessness of which this album
possesses. There is that nagging
thoughtthat all thiswasrecorded
within the span of six days.

I have seen bands slave away
in the studiofor months and come
out with an album that sounds
hopelessly disjointed and more
like a badly pieced together quilt
than a unified album. Pulse, on
the other hand, recognized the
feel they were going for and cap-
tured it quickly to avoid any tan-
gents that might crop up and
taint their desired formula.

The cover and inner artwork
by Erin Garrett is really cool.
They are very abstract and flow-
ing concepts that seem to be a
visual representation of these
melodies that have somehow
come to life on paper.

If a picture is worth a thou-
sand words, then these few
sketchesseem tocarry with them
all the complexity and free flow-
ing ways of these spellbinding
rhythms on this album.

In all, this is a really out-
standing album that more than
deserves a spot in your CD col-
lection. Asan added bonus, you'll
be supporting local music in the
process. Yes, these guys are out
of Statesboro. I can’t quite fathom
that one myself; the fact that
something this good could ever
come out of our humble ‘Boro.

So check in at the Emporium
('m pretty sure they’re the only
ones atthe moment whoarewise
enough to carry such a great al-
bum) and pick up this CD and
don’t you dare miss them live the
next they happen to cruise
through here.
