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Northland Cable continues to crack down on cable thefts

Twenty-four GSU students have been
served with warrants for theft of cable as
part of Northland Cable’s crackdown on
illegally obtained cable service in apart-
ment complexes.

The first 24 warrants were issued to
residents in Park Place, but Northland
Cable officials say they will continue to
check other apartment complexes in
Statesboro at random.

Rick Hutchison, regional manager of
Northland Cable, announced in January
that the company would begin auditing
complexes because of severe damage to
equipment and the cost of repairs.

“I do not want to cause anybody any
grief,” he said.

“I only want payment for my services,
and I am not targeting students.”

Hutchison said that one of his

inspectors detected cable leakage in Park
Place.

“During the process of detecting the
source of the leak, we found many exter-

property bonds to avoid jail time.
Hutchison is seeking monetary com-

pensation for the cost of the warrants,

nal wires running to several apart-
ments,” he said. “In justa small area, the
problem was rampant.”

Residents in Park Place who were
served warrants are facing charges of
theft of services, a misdemeanor, which
could cost them up to $1,000 in fines and
possibly 12 months in jail.

Those charged had to post $1,000

ment of services.

“Those receiving illegal service will
be charged for services from the begin-
ning of the lease period,” he said.

“If the accused had a past account
that was disconnected because of non-
payment, charges will be sought from
the time service was discontinued.”

Northland Cable has received many

mquiries about the audits, Hutchison
says.

“Many people have called to set up
an account to make the service legal, or
to have their service discontinued,” he
said.

Students who are guilty of receiving
illegal cable should realize the conse-
quences, Hutchison says.

“One student called after being
served the warrant and said it could
interfere with his scholarship eligibil-
ity,” he said. “He should have thought
about that before he received illegal
cable.”

Although residents of local complexes
are aware of the audits and the conse-
quences of the crime, the same problems
are continuing, Hutchison said. i

“This past weekend someone broke

Possible election
violations cloud
liquor debate

Students for a Better
Statesboro has filed a complaint
with the State Ethics Commis-
sion concerning possible elec-
tion violations committed by the
group campaigning in opposition
to liquor by the drink, but offi-
cials say it is likely the group will
receive any reprimand.

State election laws state that
groups raising money for ap-
proval or disapproval of a city
election must register with the
Secretary of State’s office prior
to beginning operations.

Any such group raising or
spending more than $500 must
also report all contributions and
expenditures 15 days prior to
the election, Judy MecCorkle,
election superintendent for the
city of Statesboro, said.

The Bulloch County Council
for Moral and Civie Concerns
had filed neither as of March 4,
one day after the deadline to file
the contribution and expendi-
ture report. ;

SBS, a political group cam-
paigning for the passage of li-
quor by the drink, filed the offi-
cial complaint on Wednesday.

‘I think it is very ironic,”
Chad Elkins, SBS chairman, said.
“How moral is the Bulloch
County Council for Moral and
Civic Concerns if they are
breaking state election laws?”

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GSU Greek membership at its lowest point in the 90s
Officials say recent decline reflects lack of student interest in Greek organizations

Membership among Greek or-
ganizations has been declining
at GSU for the past several vears.
but Greek officials say the de-

cline is just part of a pattern of

peaks and vallevs in Greek num-
bers.

According to fraternity and
sorority academic standings re-
ports from the Office of Greek
Life, membership in Greek orga-
nizations has continued to fall
since the early 90s.

Membership in GSU fraterni-
ties. which claimed a total of 396
men in fall quarter of 1991,
dropped oft in numbers to just

percent decrease. Some fraterni-
ties have seen membership cut
in half'in that same time period.

Sororities at GSU have lost
almost a third of the total mem-
bership they held in fall quarter
of 1991. when sororities at GSU
had 1.163 members. Records
from this pastfall show that num-
ber has shrunk to 783.

Most Greek members explain
the decline in membership as
being partofa generational trend
of increases and decreases in the
number of people wanting tojoin-
ing Greek organizations.

Joining Greek organizations

That could soon change dra-
matically, judging by the effect
of an eight-year federally funded
experiment in multiple-criteria
gifted education that included
Atlanta’s Cleveland Avenue El-
ementary.

In 1988, the Cleveland Av-

where students were scoring
relatively well on achievement
tests, but none or few scoring
high enough on IQ tests to
qualify for gifted classes.

After eight years of a Full
Potential program, using crite-
ria similar to the state’s new
criteria, Cleveland Avenue El-
ementary now has 130 students
working with five specially
trained teachers in the pro-
gram, said Vickie Johnson, pro-
gram coordinator at Cleveland
Avenue and Peyton Forest El-
ementary.

Zachary Horton, 9, is an ex-
ample of how the program has
worked.

When he was in first grade,
his teachers were in awe of his
poise and intelligence,. Johnson
said.

And yet, to the dismay of a
system psychologist, his IQ
scores were not high enough to
meet the state’s “gifted” stan-
dard, she said.

After a yearin Full Poten-
tial, his IQ score reached the
old state standards, as it has for
many of the 130 in the program,
Johnson said.

Loreen Krug, AID Atlanta voluntee}‘
discusses misconceptions of AIDS

AIDS1is the number-one cause
of death for Georgians between
the ages of 25-44.

More than 13,000 males and
more than 2,000 females are in-
fected with the HIV virus in the
state of Georgia.

Loreen Krug, a volunteer with
AID Atlanta, related these and
other startling facts about AIDS
to an audience of only eight
people on Monday.

Krug joined AID Atlanta
when a friend of hers found out
that he was infeeted with the
HIV virus.

She urged everyone to get in-
volved in the fight against AIDS
and went on to tell how the dis-
ease has spread throughout
Georgia.

Krug tried to dispel any mis-
conceptions about how AIDS can
be transmitted.

“It is not who we are but what
we engage in,” she said.

AIDS canbe acquired through
any type of sexual activity and it
can be passed from mother to
child during childbirth, Krug
said.

She said that the best way to
fight AIDS is to avoid the causes
of it.

“The first thing to do is to get
as well educated as you can, and
then educate other people about
the disease,” Krug said.

She named several volunteer

organizations, who are involved
in combating the disease, which
need help. -

Krug cited AID Atlanta and
the American Red Cross among
other organizations volunteers
can join ifthey want to help fight
AIDS.

At one time these victims may have believed that the
anctity of their homes could protect them from predators,
ut unfortunately, these women may never feel safe
nywhere again.

We just want everyone to understand that in today’s
pciety just because you are in your home doesn’t mean
ou are safe from being assaulted.

According to Safe Campuses Now, a few simple steps
puld save you from going through the emotional and
hysical pain of being raped.

There are many steps that can be taken to reduce your
ances of being attacked.

When coming home, don’t just close the door behind
ou. Lock the door and keep it locked at all times, and use
ood judgment as to who you unlock the door for and who
ou let into your home. .

Although many apartment complexes in Statesboro
on’t allow dogs, try to get a dog if you can. Rapists say
ey are more deterred by barking dogs than by guns or
peurity devices.

If you come home and it looks like someone has
tered your home, do not enter the residence. Leave
mediately and call the police.

Do not jog alone, and when you are out, avoid isolated
eas.

When going on a date or to other social activities,
hake sure the place is going to have a crowd. Limit your
se of alcohol.

Also, never leave a bar with a stranger and resist
nwanted advances.

Never take for granted that you are safe because
iminals will usually attack the person who has let his
her gaurd down before they attack someone who
cercises caution.

In being real, I must point out
that student underachievement
is affected by bad teachers and

bad decisions made on the fed-

eral, state, district and school
level.

The simple fact of the matter
is that students living in poverty
and minority students are the
ones who are really suffering.

Black kids are three times
more likely to be suspended than
any other students, and more
than half of all black children
are now in special education and
alternative schools. Why? Isit
easier to place a student in a
class below his or her ability than
to discipline him or her?

Most teachers are monocul-
tural when they need tobe multi-
cultural. Teachers need to be
taught how to deal with cultures
other than their own.

I feel that majority of the kids
in society have the ability to
learn, but some of our teachers
don’t want to teach.

Inner-city kids are being
taught in schools without the
funds needed to compete with
more affluent suburban schools.

Instead of addressing the rea-
sons students actinappropriately
in class, our schools are suspend-
ing more students.

The educational system is
overdue for some reform. Pro-
viding alternative methods of
dealing with behavioral prob-
lems and equalizing the funding
at all scheols may provide stu-
dents an opportunity to be more
successful.

Pacino and'Dé‘bp bring tfuwe mobster story t'b "I'ife in ‘Dohnié Brasco’i

“Donnie Brasco” is titled after
the undercover alias of former
FBI agentJoseph D. Pistone, who
helped topple the largest New
York crime faction in the late
T0s.

Adapted from Pistone’s 1989
book, “Donnie Brasco: My Un-
dercover Life in the Mafia,” the
film reveals how the agent infil-
trated the Bonanno family (and
convinced it to move to Florida)
by befriending mob veteran Lefty
Ruggiero.

I've heard of artists feeding
off the sounds of their childhood
idols before, but never quite the
flip side of that equation.
David Bowie gets a massive
revamping on his most re-
cent, self-produced release
“Earthling.”

Tainted in searing techno
and industrial bass lines.
Bowie launches an unbeliev-
able artistic comeback on the
coattails of powerful Nine
Inch Nails front man, Trent
Reznor. Reznor is so
blindingly ever-present here
that the man should seri-
ously be considering collect-
ing royalty checks. I guess if
you set up a tour between
two different genres of music, as
they did, one is bound to rub off
on the other.

Bowie seems to have lifted
some programming strategies off
fellow Brit arranging genius and
musician, Tricky. His sound
sorely needed this boost after
the 1995 lack-luster, artsy deliv-
ery “Outside” in which he col-
laborated with Brian Eno.

Consider the curious piece
“Seven Days in Tibet.” The song
starts out in a soothing, almost
seductive nature, while Bowie
quietly melodies the lines, “Are
you OK?/You've been shot in the
head/ I'm holding your brains/
an old woman said.” Whatever
its eccentric meaning, the beat
suddenly soups up like a quick
jab to the head, only to retract
again to its floating charm of
piping horns draped over quirky
synthesizers.

This combination of the dif-
ferent musical elements seems
very strange. but Bowie works

of authenticity in “Donnie
Brasco.” He insisted that star
Johnny Depp (“Don Juan
Demarco.” “Ed Wood™) spend a
good deal of time discussing his
role with Pistone himself (who is
currently relocated under an as-
sumed name be-
cause of the
$400,000 bounty on
his head).

You get the impression that if
Depp himself had attempted to
pass himself off as a wise guy in
front of the mob, he would most
likely find a horse head in his
bed within a week.

[t also crowns David Bowie as
the dance god extraordinaire.
Numbers like “Dead Man Walk-
ing” and the techno range of the
pretentious “Law (Earthlings on
Fire)”should be scaling the dance
charts and becoming staple cuts
from the club’s rotations in the
eclectic days ahead.

1990s dance has never
sounded so good as in “The Last
Thing You Should Do.” The song
anchors a beat that is fervent
and tasty with drums gunning

The one aspect of the charac-
ter he does succeed in portraying
with frightening plausibility is
the meanness inherent in some-
one who spends most of his time
posing as a member of the Mafia.
This characteristic appears in

unanticipated explosions like an
ill-trained attack dog during in-
evitable marital disputes in
Pistone’s domestic life.

Al Pacino (as Lefty), on the
other hand, has had no shortage
of experience in playing these
roles, but his part suffers from
the opposite shortcoming. In
“Donnie Brasco,” Pacino lacks

over alightharmony. Ifit weren’t
for Bowie trying to screw things
up with his off-key crooning
(“Doo-00-00"), this would be a
seldom seen shade of greatness.

Though Bowie coyly flirts
with perfection throughout, he
finally hits the key he was look-
ing for in the album’s pinnacle,
“Battle for Britain (the letter).”
Recalling early 80s form, Bowie
works his voice among distor-
tions and finds those select beats
that are able torage and mellow
at the same time. The songis an
expression of regret as he con-
tinually harks back to the letter
he hopes didn't hurt her burn-
ing wounds.

Bowie’s new sound may be
heavily Trent—inspired, but he
is the undisputed icon of the
two. His experience has granted
him the extreme measures of ver-
satility to enable him to incorpo-
rate thiswide range of styles and
perspectives into his ever—
mounting repertoire.

Covered in a trench coat of
Union Jack surveying the for-
eign, plastic-looking world,
“Earthling” marks the return of
one of Britain's most influential
artists, and thankfully, just in
time to show the next generation
of rockers where music has been
and where it’s going in the span
of a single breath.

Nevertheless, it's a good for-
mat from which to clone a film,
and “Donnie Brasco” leaves its
mark in focusing on the unique
bond that forms between Pistone
and Ruggiero. This, added to the
strong elements of drama and
suspense, makes the film worth-
while.

Campaigne said that GSU was
not an unusual case and that
numbers of students in Greek
organizations are currently down
about 10 percent nationally.

Campaigne described the fluc-
tuation in membership as a pen-
S dulum that swings between
highs and lows.

“The pendulum is going to
swing back with an increase
within the next two to three
vears,” she said.

Some Greek members say the
‘ media have contributed to the
drop in numbers by portraying
fraternities and sororities in a

i negatwe way and sensationaliz-
; ‘ ing the things they do wrong.

“All newspapers want to talk

; about is the negative party as-

poct of fraternities,” Richard
Tnm president of Kappa Sigma,
said.

Missy Jolly, president of the
Pan Hellenic Council, agreed
that there isn't fair coverage of
Greek organizations.

“Alot of the good things we do,

thereisnever anything good said
about it,” Jolly said.

Rob Sullivan, president of the
Interfraternity Council, said one
result of this misrepresentation
of Greeks in the media is that
many people don’t perceive fra-
ternities as they should.

“They think it's all about par-
tying, andit’'snot,” Sullivan said.

Chrissie Montgomery, Pan
Hellenic vice president of Rush,
said that people, because of me-
dia stereotypes, don't take the
time to learn what Greek life is
all about.

“They think it’s all a social
club,” Montgomery said. “Other
people see it as paying forfriends,
but it’s not.”

Montgomery said that Greek
organizations give students a
chance to make lifelong friends
and more opportumtles forschol-
arships.

Campaigne said that frater-
nities and sororities should in-
form newspapers of the commu-
nity service projects they are

doing and should also empha-
size the academic and campus
leadership aspect of their sys-
tem.

Brent Cunningham, president
of Phi Delta Theta, said another
possible reason for the decline in
membership at GSU may be due
to a lack of organized recruit-
ment.

“It’s probably a lack of adver-
tising on part of the system,”
Cunningham said.

Will English, president of Al-
pha Tau Omega; said low mem-
bership is dewn because recruit-
ing is more difficult today.

“The school has placed a lot of
sanctions on fraternities that
restrain us,” English said. “It'sa
hassle to go through all the red
tape.”

Most Greek members, despite
the low numbers they have now,
agree that interest in joining
Greek organizations will rise
again.

“We're working our way back
to getit where it was,” Jolly said.

MecCorkle said the State Eth-
ics Commision may give the
council a slap on the wrist, but
that punishment is left for the
commission to decide on.

“I don’t think you'll see any
more than that,” she said.

McCorkle said it is hard to
police election laws during a ref-
erendum, unless someone brings
violations to her attention, be-
cause of thedifficultyinfinding
outwhat groups are campainging
during a referendum.
