Ponzi schemes illegally 2
bilk consumers out of mil- 414
lions of dollars yearly. The Internet
provides a means for con artists to reach
many people easily and avoid detection. A task
force of investigators from several agencies found
more than 500 schemes in just three hours surfing
online.

Ponzi schemes, named after the originator, are
difficult to recognize. They employ methods similar
to multi-level marketing operations that are legiti-
mate, such as Amway or Avon.

Investors are required to purchase products and
resell them in order to gain a profit. A new distributor
is led to believe it will be easy to sell friends and
family on the product, and that they will want to join,
too. Ifthey do join, he will profit on his recruits’ sales
and the sales of their recruits.

However, close investigation reveals that the
product is sold almost exclusively to members, par-
ticularly newcomers, at highly inflated prices. An
example that surfaced three years ago was a plastic
ball containing blue water touted as “the cleaning
miracle of the century” with a plausible sounding
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The product was only available to people who
agreed to sell the balls. For a little over a hundred
dollars, investors received two laundry balls, adver-
tising pamphlets, and an explanation of the “pay-
ment matrix.”

Another technique is the pyramid scheme. It
promises that if you pay commissions to a few other

If it sounds unbelievable, it usually is. According
to Debra Valentine of the FTC, programs like this
must collapse.

She said, “The very structure of this matrix dic-
tates that whenever the collapse occurs, at least 70
percent will be in the bottom level with no means to
make a profit.”

Another example is a postcard asking for only
one dollar, along with your name, address, and
phone number. In return, the card suggests, you can
make nearly $5.000 weekly. Like most schemes that
rely on regular mail, the address is a post office box
instead of a street address. There may not be a
licensed business at all. On the other hand, by send-
ing in money, you may have paid to be on a mailing
list that will be sold to numerous companies with

To protect yourself, follow these guidelines:

Avoid any investments or business opportunities
that are structured on a matrix unless it is a well-
known company with quality products that doesn’t
require you to invest up front. (If you’re good at
sales, plenty of companies will pay well without
asking for your money.)

Most frauds expect payment in the form of cash
or money order, but sophisticated money-laundering
systems can allow operations fo appear more re-
spectable by accepting credit card payments. Credit
cards often provide limited protection, but it isn’t
automatic, so be careful.

Spam rhymes with scam. Junk e-mail promotes
these programs to literally millions of would-be
investors in a matter of minutes. Delete them without
responding. Sending a request to “unsubscribe”
merely confirms that your e-mail account is active
and invites more emails.

great rates, no credit check or income verification, and
no security deposit for a Visa card because they had a
partnership with an overseas bank who supported the
program that American banks, “don’t want you toknow
about.”

CHICAGO — B B. King and Billie Holiday, and Louis
Armstrong may never have shared a stage, but they’ve founda
home together — along with other black music greats — at
Columbia College of Chicago’s Center for Black Music Re-
search.

The center, founded in 1983 by black-music expert Samuel
Floyd, is considered the world’s best, most comprehensive
archive and leaming resource on the subject—whichthe center
" defines as any music composed or performed by people of
African descent.

Black music includes African-American music, but also
' encompasses African music and European and European-
derived concert-hall music by black composers.

The center houses a do-it-yourself education. complete
with recordings, sheet music, photographs, video and manu-

L

scriptsblanketing anentire spectrum of musical genres. Gospel,
blues, jazz, reggae, hip-hop and rock ‘" roll are standard fare.

The center also supports study in black secular and sacred
folk music, ragtime, bomba y plena, calypso and salsa.

Floyd, the CBMR "sdirectorand Columbia’s vice president
of academic affairs, said a mix of curiosity and passion has
transformed the center from the drawing board to the top of its
game. Itsinception, he added. is entrenched in a simple request:
Remember.

“Even today, many colleges and universities don’t provide
students with enough opportunities to engage in the study of
black music,” Floyd said. “The problem there is that the roots
of today’s popular music are ignored, and we lose sight of the
contributions of black music to our culture today.”

It's important that we not forget who these people are.

Twenty percent of aid applicants leave drug question blank

WASHINGTON — If you
skipped that question about drug
convictions when you applied for
federal financial aid, don’t think
the U.S. Education Department
failed to notice.Department offi-
cials announced Tuesday that they
are taking steps to deal with you
and more than 100,000 other stu-
dents, or about 20 percent of ap-
plicants, who also dodged the
question.

The 2000-01 academic year is
the first in which students con-
victed of drug offenses are ineli-
gible for federal aid. Department
officials said they would let col-
leges distribute aid to students

_who didn’t answer the question

on their applications. But offi-
cials also said the department
would send notices warning those
students to inform the department
of any convictions — and poten-

tially lose their aid — or run the
risk of greater penalties associ-
ated with lying on the form.

The department’s decision has
relieved many college-aid admin-
istrators who feared students who
left the question blank would au-
tomatically be presumed guilty.
Many said they thought applicants
left the answer blank unintention-
ally.

Department officials said they
decided to cut students slack af-
ter calling about 1,500 applicants
who didn’t respond to the ques-
tion.

“Almost all of them said that
they did not answer because they
were confused by the question or
simply forgot to answer it,” Greg
Woods, chief operating officer of
the department’s Office of Stu-
dent Financial Assistance, told
The Chronicle of Higher Educa-
tion.

Students who failed to answer
the question have had their finan-
cial aid held up as the department
has decided what to do with them.

Under the law, approved in 1998,
students with one conviction of drug
possession risk losing their aid eligi-
bility for one year; two years for a
second conviction; and indefinitely
forathird conviction. Students caught
selling drugs lose eligibility for two
years after a first conyiction and in-
definitely after a second. Eligibility
for aid could be restored in less time
if the students satisfactorily com-
plete a drug-rehabilitation program,
orif their convictions are reversed or
set aside.

Wood said just under 1 per-
cent of the 590,000 students who
have applied for aid for the com-
ing academic year have acknowl-
edged being convicted of drug-
related offenses, the same, he
said, as the national average for

Music Repertory Ensemble, comprised of three singers and 11
instrumentalists, is in the 13th year of a national run that has
included stops at New York’s Lincoln Center for the Perform-
ing Arts and Orchestra Hall in Chicago.

There’salsothe 17-member*Ensemble Stop-Time,” which
emulates 12th-century African music and “Ensemble Kalinda
Chicago,” which performs folk and popular music from South
and Central America and the Caribbean.In April, publishers
released the “International Dictionary of Black Composers,”
which Floyd himself compiled.

The book contains details of the lives and careers of almost
200 black composers who lived over the last 500 years. The
book has received praise for filling an educational gap previ-
ously ignored.

A tribute to the

greats of

music: ‘The Tom T. Hall Project’

The tribute album. Perhaps the greatest honor
for a musician and the most undeniable proof that
they have had a major influence on other musicians.
If it weren’t for the tribute album, nobody of our
day and age would have ever heard music by com-
posers like Beethoven, Bach, and Brahms.

Two tribute albums have been released recently
that have really caught my ear. The first is an
outstanding display of the great country-rock music
written by Gram Parsons. Never heard of him?

Bud Scoppa explains precisely who Parsons was
in the liner notes of the tribute disc when he writes,
“Gram Parsons was the subversive Harvard-edu-
cated hillbilly who invented country-rock in the
mid-sixties with the prototypical International Sub-
marine
Band before
perfecting it

Lord grant me vision/Oh, Lord grant me speed” will
run through your head for hours upon end.

The song changed furthest from its original form
happens to be the best ones on “Return of the
Grievous Angel.” Gillian Welch’s “Hickory Wind”
is played over haunting, ghostly organ, and her
rendition brings out a side to the magnificent song
that was never heard in its original composition.

Another exceptional tribute album is one made
for the great Tom T. Hall. Real: The Tom T. Hall
Project features more artists whose own music falls
into the same category as those on the Gram Parsons
tribute. The album is kicked off with the outstand-
ing “I Washed My Face in the Morning Dew,” sung
and played by Johnny Cash, and ends with the
ballad, “It Sure Can Get Cold in Des Moines™ by
Mark Olson and Victoria Williams.

The body of
Real is a gor-
geous array of
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Parsons on the album. The record, entitled Return of
the Grievous Angel, features 13 songs of sweet
musical grandeur. Though Parsons died in his early
twenties from a drug overdose, he managed to write
some of the most beautiful songs ever recorded. He
liked to call his material “Cosmic American Mu-
sic.”

Some of the artists influenced heavily by Gram
Parsons featured on “Return of the Grievous Angel”
include big names like Beck, Sheryl Crow, the
Mavericks and Elvis Costello.

Beck’s country duo with Emmylou Harris of the
song “Sin City” is splendid, and is followed by an
even sweeter “$1000 Wedding,” by Evan Dando
and Juliana Hatfield of the Lemonheads. Emmylou
Harris appears on two other duets on the album as
well, the first being “She,” with the Pretenders, and
then “Juanita,” with Sheryl Crow.

Though many of the songs have been altered far
from their original form, they don’t lack any of the
luster packaged and sealed by the great Gram Par-
sons himself. Wilco magnifies Parsons’ “One Hun-
dred Years from Now,” displaying the band’s new
Big Star-esque pop sound. Lucinda Williams over-
powers her duo partner, David Crosby, and throws
her blend of country and rock into the disc’s title
track. Try not to sing along with the Rolling
Creekdippers version of “In My Hour of Darkness”-
I bet you won’t be able to do it. The catchy chorus
of “In my hour of darkness/In my time of need/Oh,

lose nay of the beauty found in them originally. Syd
Straw and the Skeletons play the popular old tune
“Harper Valley PTA” with a brand new, catchy
melody. Whiskeytown’s seven and a half-minute “I
Hope it Rains at My Funeral” is one of the best
songs on the album, with Ryan Adams’ raspy vocals
accompanying the music perfectly. Singer/
songwriters Richard Buckner and R.B. Morris light
up “Real” with their renditions of “When Love is
Gone” and “Don’t Forget the Flowers, Billy Joe,”
respectively.

The southwestern sounds of the band Calexico
easily take the cake for the best song on the tribute
with their version of “Tulsa Telephone Book.” The
song is an explicit example of Tom T. Hall’s
songwriting. The song features Hall’s creativity in
lines like, “Reading that Tulsa telephone book can
drive a guy insane/Especially if that girl you're
looking for has no last name/I've got to find her and
tell her I don’t want our love to end/So, I'm reading
that Tulsa telephone book again.”

The tribute album is an award greater than any
televised music awards show can offer a musician.
It shows ultimate appreciation for the artist’s music
and what it has done for more recent musicians,
following the roads they paved many years before.
Only the greatest musicians receive such an honor.
Country-rock innovator Gram Parsons and country-
oldies legend Tom T. Hall certainly deserve the two
brilliant tribute albums created in their names,

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‘Liver’is a mix of humor, manic wit and seriousness

He has the imaginative brain of a
psychotherapist, the audacity of a
leather skinned rock star, a4 way with
words like a professor of English at a
high class university, and the deep
thoughtfulness and creativity of amod-
ern day poet.

It's no wonder that Charles Harper
Webb has all of these characteristics.
He is all of these things.

It's not the glue on the binding, but
the combination of these personality
traits along with more tenderness than
raw meat and the humor of a comedian
(which he is not), that holds the pages
of Webb’s new book of poetry to-
gether.

Saturated with Webb's way of tak-
ing ideas so simple in everyday mean-
ing and putting them in the light only a
true genius could, the 49 poems
throughout “Liver’s” 106 pages mold
into each other and present a conclu-
sive statement, That being simply to
not take for granted the little facets of
everyday life.

The colorful wit, innovative en-
ergy. and curiosity to the world spin-
ning around him allows Charles Harper
Webb to paint pictures in the reader’s
mind that have not likely been viewed
in the same way before.

The poems in “Liver” are complex
in a sense of meaning but notin a sense
that only well-read people can grasp.

Webb's style is basic enough for the.

beginner poetry reader, but perplexing
enough to blow the minds of other,
more intricate poets.

Charles Harper Webb has the
Felix Pollack Prize in Poetry for
“Liver” nailed tohis office wall, along
with the 1997 Morse Poetry Prize for
his book “Reading the Water” and
the 1998 Whiting Tufts Writer’s
Award.

His latest work; “Liver,” starts with
the intriguing “Wedding Dress,” a
poem that sets the mood for the entire
boak.

Revealing his mixture of raw hu-
mor, manic wit, and seriousness all in
one, “Wedding Dress” explains what
women gain, and especially lose, by
getting married.

“The Weight of Knowledge™is one
of many sociological views taken in
Liver. The Cal State-Long Beach pro-
fessor writes about a small change
gaining common knowledge, “Facts
cling to you, sticky-sweet as jujubes/
the laws of grammar and balancing on
two feet/the way a stone feels; how to
throw it/what it does to a hamster, and
a glass tray.”

In “Persistence of Sound,” Webb
writes of all the sounds that he wishes
he could have heard, and the ones he
wishes he could let go. “I'd love to hear
my dad ask Mom to marry him/What
did they sound like conceiving me?/
Dad yelled, Mom whimpered, is my
guess/I'd love to be surprised.../Still, I

Other funny but dangerously hon-
est pieces include “It’s good that Old
People Get Crotchety” that I swear is
about my grandmother, “Prozac,” and
“Losing My Hair” in which Webb
writes, “Bring me potions, grafts,
weavings, wigs, gene therapy!/How
else can I get back my seat in the
seventh grade?/How else can I hunt
EasterEggs, rejointhe Pee Wee League,
claim my half-price movie tickets, my
child’s plate?../My head’s a planet
with failing gravity/One by one its
people fall into the sky.”

Nearly every poem in “Liver” will
make you think in a brand new light,
bring a smile to your face, and chills to
your skin. Webb’s style of combining
all of these moods into so many beau-
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tiful poems is absolutely mind-bog-
gling.

In *“Tenderness in Men,” Charles
Harper Webbinscribes, “Tt’s glimpsed
sometimes whenaman patsapuppy.../
Comment, though, and it’s a moray
Jerking back into its cave/Dad taught
me to hide tenderness like my
‘tallywhacker’/not to want or accept
it from other men.”

The poem that the book is named
for, “Liver,” is basically an anatomy
lesson on all of the things a liver does
to keep us alive. Webb apologizes to
his “Dear red-brown friend” for dam-
aging it over the years and prays that
it doesn’t get a disease that starts
elsewhere and takes it over “the way
kudzu has overrun the South.” He
also preaches to his liver, “Liver for
President—No, King!/I'd say ‘Liver
for God," except you may already
be.../Organ whose name contains the
injunction ‘Live!'/OLiver, great One-
Who-Lives, so we can too.”

It’s easy to see that poetry means
a lot to Charles Harper Webb, and
“Liver” seems to mean a lot to those
who have been graced with it.

Mr. Webb explains the purpose
of his poetry for the engineering
student who says, “Poetry doesn’t
seem that functional...” in his poem,
“The Function of Poetry.” Webb
states, “[Poetry’s] to shock us into
trance/The way a preacher, after
soothing the sick with hymns about
God’s golden throne, screams
‘HEAL!"/and pounds his palm into
the forehead of a man who swoons
into the arms of deacons hovering
like cherubim, and wakes, cured of
cancer for a day.”

I’s lines like the ones featured
here that soak all the pages of this
beautiful book.

The poems can be read as many
times as one would like, as they speak
a new, previously hidden message
each time through. To see the subtle-
ties of everyday life brought to you
through genius eyes, read “Liver,” so

ou can live. too.
