Germany working

BERLIN - Germany says it has
enough votes in the U.N. Security
Council to slow the move toward
war with Iraq. arguing that council
members overwhelmingly prefer
giving weapons inspectors more
time to verify Iraqi claims that is
has complied with international
demands to disarm,

Akeymomentin the build-upto-
ward a war with Iraq'comes Friday,
when chief UN. weapons inspec-
tors are scheduled to repm"l to the
Security Council. Several council
members say the report could be
a deciding factor in whether the
council moves to explicitly autho-
rize military strikes to disarm the
regime of Saddam Hussein.

“Germany 18 not alone in its po-

sition on concentrating on keeping
the peace.” said a senior German
official, briefing reporters in the
chancellery Tuesday.

On Capitol Hill, skeptical law-
makers grilled administration of-
ficials about its post-conflict goals
in Iraq and its exit strategy. “We
are trying to make this up as we go
along.” said Sen. Russell Feingold,
D-Wis..amemberof the Senate For-
eign Relations Committee.

The German official said he
counted 11 members of the 15-na-
tion council who supportextending
inspection. A new U.N. resolution
was unnecessary, the official said,

Pentagon orders commercial airlines to help move troops to Gulf

Associated Press

WASHINGTON - For only the
second time in a half-century, the
U.S. military has activated a reserve
fleet of commercial aircraft to move
troops to a potential war zone. Both
times, the destination has been the
Persian Gulf.

Pentagon officials said 13 flights
were scheduled to fly troops Mon-
day.after Defense Secretary Donald
H. Rumsfeld mobilized the Civil
Reserve Air Fleet, passenger and
cargoplanes thatcan be used to move

servicemembers and equipment in
emergencies and when there aren’t
enough military planes to do it.

The fleet wasestablished in 1951.
The only other time it was activated
was in 1990-91, in the buildup to
the Persian Gulf War and during the
war itself.

Rumsfeld on Saturday authorized
the first stage of the mobilization,
meaning officials can call up 78 air-
craft — 47 passenger planes -and 31
wide-body cargo planes. Fornow, Air
Force Gen. John W. Handy, head of

the U.S. Transportation Command,
hasenough cargo planes, sohe called
up only the passenger aircraft, com-
mand spokesman Navy Capt. Steve
Honda said Monday.

There are 11 carriers signed up
for this first stage of mobilization,
Hondasaid by phone from command
offices at Scott Air Force Base in
[linois.

They are American Airlines,
American Trans Air, Continental
Airlines, Delta Air Lines, Hawai-
ian Airlines, North American Air-

§

lines, Northwest Airlines, Omni Air
‘International, United Airlines, US
Airways and World Airways.

The transportation command
relies heavily on contracts with
the commercial transport industry
— sea, airand land - to move troops,
equipment and supplies worldwide
in support of the nation’s defense.
Historically, 93 percentof troops and
41 percent of long-range air cargo
are moved by chartered commercial
aircraft.

The reserve fleet is mobilized

— and airlines have 24 to 48 hours to
provide the aircraft— only when there
are not enough volunteers.

The fleet can be mobilized in three
stages, each calling for more aircraft,
As of last month, 33 carriers and 927
aircraft were enrolled in all stages.

Inreturn for participating, carriers
are given preference for the defense
department’s peacetime passengerand
cargo business and guaranteed that the
burden of carrying out a deployment
will be spread fairly among all par-
ticipating.

Key facts about NATO’s crisis
over defending
Turkey against Iraqi

Associated Press

NATO ambassadors meeting in
Brussels, Belgium, have to decide
on a U.S. request to start military
planning to defend Turkey from any
counterstrikes in case of war in Iraq.
France, Germany and Belgiumhave se
far refused to back such plans. calling
them premature. NATO's 19 nations
need unanimity on all decisions.

Turkey — the only NATO member
that borders Iraq — invoked Article 4
of the alliance’s founding treaty that
binds the 19 member countries to
talks when one perceives a threat to
its national security.

It reads: “The Parties will consult
together whenever, in the opinion of
any of them, the territorial integrity,
political independence or security of
any of the Parties is threatened.”’

NATO's 19 members are the Unit-
ed States, Canada, Belgium, Denmark,
France, Iceland, Italy, Luxembourg,
the Netherlands, Norway, Portugal,
Britain. Greece, Turkey, Germany,
Spain, Poland, Hungary and the
Czech Republic.

Slovenia, Slovakia, Estonia, Lat-
via, Lithuania, Romania and Bulgaria
have been invited to join in 2004.

Georgia Army reserve
units called to active duty

Five Army reserve units in Geor-
gia were called up for active duty
Monday.

The 90 members of the 314th
Chemical Company from Carrollton,
which provides nuclear, biological and
chemical equipment decontamination,
will report to Fort Bragg, N.C.

In addition, the Army Reserve’s
1014th Quartermaster C()lﬁpany and
50 members of the 341st Adjutant
General Company from Athens
were called to active duty. The 100
members of the 1014th operate a

supply facility. The 341st provides
postal services.

The 130 members of the 461st
Adjutant General Battalion from
Decatur were also called to active
duty. Their mission is to manage
personnel information.

The 388th Transportation Detach-
ment— 10 soldiers—from Decatur was
called to active duty. The detachment
provides cargo documentation support
in rail, water and air terminals.

The members of the 1014th, the
341st and 461st will report to Fort
Stewart for administrative and train-
ing requirements for their transition
to active duty, according to an Army
Reserve news release.

Perdue favors public

forums on state flag

ATLANTA — Gov. Sonny Perdue
said he favors a series of public forums
about Georgia’s state flag and he told
reporters to expect details this week
about a statewide flag referendum.

The Republican governorsuggest-
ed the forums after meeting with black
leaders Monday tosignaproclamation
on Black History Month.

Pérdue said he had a “good visit™
with a group that included U.S. Rep.
John Lewis of Atlanta and former
Atlanta Mayor Andrew Young.

Perdue has been pressured to
elaborate on his plans for the state
flag since he was elected in Novem-
ber. Throughout his campaign, Perdue
criticizec former Gov. Roy Barnes for
not giving the public a say when the
flag was changed in 2001 to reduce
the Confederate battle emblem.

*“The more we communicate as
Georgia, the more we'll understand
one another,” Perdue said.

A spokesman for Lewis said the
forums should also include general
discussion on race.

“We're looking for meaningful
discussion, both on race and poli-
tics. We're looking for some type of
reconciliation,said Michael Collins,
Lewis’ chief of staff.

The governor has not said what

questions astatewide flag referendum
would ask or when it would be held,
but Perdue said he hopes to announce
those details this week.

The referendumcould be as simple
as a yes-no question on keeping the
current flag, or it could give voters a
choice of flags, including the pre-1956
bannerwith the state seal nextto three
horizontal bars.

The question is atricky one for the
new governor. Black legislators have
vowed to boycott the referendum if
the Confederate emblem is a choice.
Confederate heritage groups promise
they will make Perdue a one-term gov-
ernor if it’s not.

Perdue urged Democrats to ap-
prove his bill. He said the Confeder-
ate flag question will never be settled
until the people get to vote.

“We as Georgians have to come
and resolve those issues together,”
he said.

Morehouse College
students taking antibiotics
after classmate diagnosed

with meningitis

ATLANTA-Classmates and rela-
tives of a MoreHouse College student
diagnosed with bacterial meningitis
are being given antibiotics to prevent
the illness from spreading.

The 18-year-old student, who
was not identified, was being treated
Friday at Gwinnett Medical Center.
The student’s condition was not
available.

As of late Friday, nine students
who had been in close contact with
the victim had been given antibiot-
ics to protect them from the bacteria
that causes the disease. The student’s
relatives also were treated. No other
students have shown signs of the
illness.

Bacterial meningitis, whichcauses
the lining of the brain and spinal cord to
become inflamed, can cause seizures,
comas and even death if not detected
early. Symptoms of the illness include
a severe headache and a stiff neck.

thing” as the Columbia explosion.
Riles added that the only difference
between the two accidents was that

“Columbia was in descent and Chal-

lenger was in ascent.”

Riles set up a scenario on what he
believed happened on the Columbia to
cause it to explode. His expertise on
working on the Columbia taught Riles
the design philosophy of the space
shuttle. The engineers designed the
shuttle to withstand one major failure
that would allow it to complete the
mission and land safely. However, if
there were two major failures, then the
shuttle would be lost.

Tounderstand the philosophy, Riles
setup an example of a car driving down
the highway. One major failure that can
occuron the caris the hood popping off.
However, this will not stop the car from
driving. However, if the hood pops off
and the air outside was hot enough to
burn the wires operating the car, which
inturncaused aspark toset off anexplo-
sion, then the car would blow up.

Riles believes that one major failure
happened inside the shuttle, and pos-
sibly something else occurred to cause

. hot air. to seep into the shuttle to break

it apart.
Dr. Arthur Woodrum, Interim Chair

of Physics, worked at NASA during
the 1960s and 70s, as one of a group
of three scientists under research con-
tracts. Their main work was “to create
a computerized atmospheric model of
the Earth for [the] purpose of calculat-
ing reentry orbits for the shuttle.” This
model was used for “the initial shuttle
design and afterwards, for calculating
the reentry orbits.”

Unlike Ri'es, Dr. Woodrum com-
pleted his research at GSU and the two
other members of his groups were at
Georgia Institute of Technology.

One of the earliest theories about
why Columbia disintegrated was that
the reentry ftrajectory was incorrect,
causing the shuttle to break apart
from the intense heat. Dr. Woodrum
explained how this could happen: *Once
the downward flight begins and the re-
entry angle is too steep, the shuttle will
fall too fast creating too much heat and
will burn up or explode. If the angle is
not steep enough, it will overshoot the
landing site.”

Dr. Woodrum doesn’t think the re-
entry trajectory was the main cause of
Columbia’s explosion. He thought the
most plausible theory, stated throughout
the media, was the piece of debris hitting
the shuttle’s wing during Columbia’s

takeoff, a little over two weeks before
itexploded. However, he added that “we
will have to wait until all investigations
are complete, and hopefully, they will
have an answer.”

With the Columbia incident nearly
three weeks old, the public has ques-
tioned the beliefs about the space
exploration program, There is still a
segment of the population that believes
that NASA and the government waste
money on sending shuttles into space.
Other Americans have saidthis accident
would damper NASA’s future plans.
Riles doesn’t believe that, “The young
folks are excited about space explora-
tion,” Riles said. “*Anytime you have
to operate outside the box, there will be
risks,” Riles said.

As with any failure, one has to learn
from their mistake to improve. Riles
believes that NASAcanbenefit fromthis' -
disaster, even thoughithad to take seven
human lives in the process. Since the
shuttleis anairplane, NASA will have to
make the same maintenance procedures
that the airline industry takes, according - -
toRiles. Even though this will decrease
the number of missions the shuttle will
fly, andincrease the cost for taxpayers, it
will hopefully stop anotheraccident like
Columbia’s from happening again.

Football season might have ended
just about two months ago, but the job
of a college coaching staff is never
over.

Eagle head coach Mike Sewak and
his staff had a busy week, releasing
the team’s 2003 schedule and signing
22 new recruits that will help lead the
team in the future,

On Tuesday, Georgia Southern
released an 11-game slate for next
season, which will include six games
within the friendly confines of Paulson
Stadiom,

Kicking off the season on Sept. 6
will be Savannah State, making their
second trip to Statesboro in three
seasons. Last time the Tigers made
the trip west on Interstate 16, they
were beaten handily 69-6 in front of
a crowd of 23,167.

While their opener should be an

The Cowboys won the Southland
Conference last season before fin-
ishing second in the Division [-AA
championship, losing to Western
Kentucky.

Last time Georgia Southern and
McNeese State faced off, the Eagles
won 42-17 on Nov. 25, 2000 in a first
round playoff game in Statesboro.

The Southern Conference portion
of the schedule opens on Sept. 20
when the Eagles try fo avenge their
last loss to Wofford when they travel
to Spartanburg, S.C.

As Georgia Southern makes their
way through their 2003 schedule, they
will have a group of new faces that
could see some playing time.

On National Signing Day last
Thursday, Coach Sewak addressed
needs on both the offensive and de-
fensive ends, bringing inquick athletes
as well as large linemen.

Mostof the recruiting came within
the state of Georgia, as 16 of the 22
recruits are home-state products.

While common practice is to red-
shirt some players to give them time to
get acclimated to the program, Sewak
feels that some of the players could
help out much sooner.

“We feel like they are outstand-
ing prospects who can come in and
make an immediate contribution,”
said Sewak.

“In fact, I'd be awfully surprised
if we redshirted all of them.”

The task facing new NCAA presi-
dent Myles Brand is akin to putting a
saddle on a rabid grizzly bear.

He wants university presidents to
take less television money and more
control of their sports. He wants to
increase academic standards. He
wants to battle the gambling and
stadium violence that have become
the scourge of college sports, and he
wants to preserve Title IX as it is.

In a 90-minute visit with report-
ers and editors at the New York
Daily News this week, Brand said
he knows his reforms will bring
howls of protest.

“ think I understand what needs
to be done,” he said. “The fact of the
matter is, you’'ve got to step up and
do the right thing.”

So what makes a bookish Brook-
lyn-born professor of philosophy; the
first NCA A leader who wasn'tacoach
orathletic director, think he can pull it
off? What makes the mild-mannered
formerpresidentof Indiana University
think he can corral what has become
a runaway Sports-entertainment jug-
gernaut?

“Itisjusttherighttime, inmy view,
forasittinguniversity president totake
overthis job,” Brandsaid. “And agood
part of the reason is the academic re-
form movement has begun. It touches
on issues that are near and dear to my
heart; the success of students.”

Before anyone places too much
money on the rabid grizzly bear,
remember this: before Brand took
over the NCAA, he was known as
the man.who ran Bob Knight out
of Indiana.

With five games left in the regu-
lar season, the Lady Eagle basket-
ball needed a big win to give them
momentum going into the Southern
Conference Tournament.

Thatis just what they got Monday
night, as Georgia Southern held off
Western Carolina 71-59 at Hanner
Fieldhouse.

With the victory, the Eagles pulled
into a second-place tie in the SoCon
standings next to the Catamounts,
and just a game and a half behind
first-place Chattanooga.

After trailing early, Western
Carolina (16-6, 9-4 SoCon) staged
a valiant comeback and kept things
close throughout much of the open-
ing half. -

Over the first six and half minutes
of action, the Eagles (15-7, 9-4 So-
Con) took advantage of seven Cata-
mount turnovers as they opened up
a 12-3 advantage. The Catamounts
called a 30-second time out at the 13:
20 mark to give the team a chance to
recover, and that they did.

Western Carolina broke loose ona
13-2 runover the next four minutes as
they took their first lead of the game,
15-14. From that point on, the two
ball clubs traded shot for shot, as
neither team was able to build up a
significant lead. In all, there were
eight lead changes and six ties in the
first 20 minutes of the ballgame.

But it was Georgia Southern that
finished the first half on top when a
Dana Benemon layup with 4.5 sec-
onds remaining made the score 34-33
going into the locker room.

Starting the second half, the Eagles
quickly brought their lead up to six
points when a Jessica Everett basket
made the score 39-33. However,
just like had happened the first half,
the Catamounts responded to tie the

SoCon

game 41-41,

Following another Eagle run
to build the gap up to eight points,
Western Carolina cut their deficit to
two at 55-53 with 10:38 remaining.
But that was as close as the visitors
would bring the score, as Georgia
Southern was able to put the game
out of reach thanks to a tenacious
defensive attack.

The defense was especially by the
Catamounts’ Tiffany Hamm. Hamm
entered the game averaging 13.2
points per game, but managed just
two points on Monday. Credit for that
can be given to Shawnica Hill, who
was able to shut down Hamm with a
mixture of speed and quickness.

“We knew that [Hamm] was ca-
pable of scoring 15 to 20 points per
game,” said Eagle head coach Rusty
Cram. “We put Shawnica on her, and
it just wore her down.” ‘

Leading the Eagle attack was ju-
nior Jessica Everett, who posted 18
points and a team-high four steals.
Hilland Rachel Loiaconoeach added

12 points. Tiffany Lanier was also a
key factor to her team’s win as she
dished out a career-high 11 assists,
the most an Eagle has totaled since
Danna Simpson’s 11 inthe 1999-2000
season.

“I had to be a playmaker tonight,”
said Lanier. *“We buckled down de-
fensively in the second halfand made
sure they didn’t get many touches.”

“We came out like we did with
Chattanooga,” Loiacono said in ref-
erence to the Eagles’ 66-59 win over
the Mocs from Jan. 27. “We had our
heads poised and took charge.”

Yoneko Allen led Western Caro-
lina with 15 points while Jennifer
Gardner added 11 points and 11
rebounds,
