Apartments are easy targets for
burglars.

“You have a lot of people coming
and going, and you also have a lot
of residences close together, said
Sgt. Dan Ward, spokesman of the
Lawrence, Kan., Police Department:

While
everyonelooksforward toamuch-deserved break
from classes, there are things students should do
to make sure their apartmentsare safe and secure
while they are gone. '

Break-ins are not a huge problem here in
Statesboro, but they do happen. There are a few
simple precautions to take before leaving town
to help insure your home is secure,

“The most important thing to do is to secure
all your doors;” said Captain Laura McCullough
of the GSU Campus Police. “Break-ins aren’t too
bigofa problemaround here, but students should
always take the proper precautions.”

“Of course, lock all your windows and doors,
especially if you live on the ground floor, where
it is easier for someone to break in,” said Mc-
Cullough.

McCullough also recommends removing any
expensiveitems fromyour apartmentifatall pos-
sible, Laptops, iPods, televisions and video game
systems are some of the most commonly stolen
items. Ifit is not possible to take these items with
you, keep them out of plain view by storing them
underabedorinacloset. Make sure toalsosecure
your bike with a heavy-duty bike lock; or bring it
inside if possible. Campus Police are patrolling
24 hours a day, seven days a week, even during
the holidays, which provides added security for
those living on campus.

“Most of the precautions are common-sense
things like locking your doors and windows

DOORS

Obviously, lock them, even when
youre at home. And never leave akey
under a potted plant or the doormat.
Burglars have been onto that for
decades.

Burglars are forever kicking in
doors to get inside apartments. Con-
sider installing a strike plate into the
door frame. Burglaries also occur
when peopleareathome, so youmight
want a keyless deadbolt, too. Consult
with your apartment manager before
having either installed. The labor and
supplies cost about $180 for both,
said Andrew Smith, owner of House
Doctors handyman service.

Secure sliding doors to patios and
balconies with pull-down bars. For
added protection, place a wooden
dowel that fits snugly in the bottom
track.

Consider a wireless alarm. They
cest about $7 for a simple one to $35
for a device with a remote control at
hardwarestoresandhome-supplycen-
ters, says Lauren Russ, spokeswoman
for Intermatic, an Illinois company
that makes wireless home-security
equipment.

Stay safe in your building:

1. Cooperate with other tenants in keeping the outer
main doors locked. Don't permit strangers to enter
the building when you are entering or leaving, and
don't buzz them inside the building.

2. Avoid using the laundry room in your apartment
building or complex alone, especially at night. De-
velop a buddy system. Consider carrying a personal
alarm. :

3. Don't place your full name on an identification slot
on the door, mailbox or in the phone directory. Use
your last name or just a first and middle initial.

4. Consider installing a peephole in the center of a
door, especially if you have children, so every-
one can see outside the apartment. To have one
installed costs about $12 in parts and $30in labor

‘from a handyman service.

5. Install programmable wireless door and window
monitors, which are an effective way to alert apart-
ment dwellers to break-ins. A code entered on a
keypad activates and deactivates the alarm. (Inter-
matic, $20, home-supply and hardware stores)

6. Screw a light sensor onto any incandescent light.
The light then will turn on at dusk, without any pro-
gramming. It can be used outdoors on porch lamps
and indoors on table lamps. (Intermatic, $6.95,
home-supply and hardware stores)

7. Keep the blinds lowered while you're on vacation.

Plan

Discuss plans for the holidays as far in advance as possible. If
thereare events parents want the studentto participatein, such
asareligiousservice, avisitto the grandparents orafamily night
out,inform thestudent.The sameappliestothe student.|fthere
are parties or activities you're looking forward to attending, let
your parents know as soon as possible. Coordinating schedules
is especially helpful when students also have to split time be-
tween two households, as in cases of divorce.

Be understanding

Parents should understand that the student has become ac-
customed to a certain amount of freedom; students should
understand that parents’ need to know is rooted in concern,
not nosiness. Parents have a reasonable expectation to know
where you're going, when and with whom, and approximately
when you're returning.

Be real about expectations

Parents should not expect students to automatically resume
the practices that guided their behavior before they left home.
Remindthem, forexample, if you expect to be calledifthey’ll be
late orifthe evening’s planschange midstream. Students should
not expect to live life at home the way they live at school.

Make adjustments

Don't assume a student who sleeps late is lazy. Often students
have been up late studying for exams or completing papers
before returning home for the holidays. Students shouldn't,
however, use home solely as a place for sleeping. Plan to spend
some waking hours with the family.

Africa embraces a wireless way of life

Four years ago, a brother living in

Switzerland sent Masamba Bienvenu -

a cell phone. The phone was intended

for his personal use, but Bienvenu, an
unemployed university graduate, had
bigger ideas.

For $10 a month he rented a little
tin-roofed storefrontin Selembao, one

of Kinshasa’s poorest neighborhoods,

- and began allowing passersbywho had
notelephone oftheirowntomake calls
on his for a small fee.

Today he owns a half-dozen cell
phones and runs three roadside shops
catering to a steady stream of custom-
ers who stop by to call relatives, make

 business deals or find out if anybody’s
athomebeforetakingan expensive taxi
ride across town.

The $100 a month in profit he
earns, more than three times the aver-

 age income in Congo, has made him
financiallyindependentfrom hisfamily
for the first time in his life and even
helped him attract a fiance.

“Thanks to this, I will get married,”
said Bienvenu. “Thecell phonebusiness
has changed my life”

- Cell phones are changing lives
across Africa. Portable phones are
enabling people, for the first time, to
keep in touch with faraway relatives,

' check market prices, cut better busi-
ness deals and just plan their days

| more efficiently,

In South Africa, 85 percentofsmall
businesses rely solely on cell phones
for communication. In Swaziland,
HIV-positive patients rely on text
messages to tell them when to take
their medication.

In a growing number of African

countries, the phones are replacing
banks as a primary means of transfer-
ring money and paying bills.

And taxes on cell phone providers
and users are rapidly becoming one
of the primary sources of government
revenue for many sub-Saharan Afri-
can countries, said Devine Kofiloto,
an analyst with Informa Telecoms &
Media,in London.

The technology “is having a huge
impact,” Kofiloto said. “Its not like
it’s come up as an alternative form of
communication. Prior to this, there
was nothing” Africa today is the fast-
est-growing market for cell phone
contractsinthe world. Growthin Africa
“hasexceeded everyonesexpectations,”
Kofiloto said. “The world market has
definitely been surprised”

Consumers’ questions answered

If you're facing a consumer quan-
dary and can’t reach Clark Howard,
there’s now another way to get some
expert advice: Ask Roy.

Former Gov. Roy Barnes has
launched a Web site devoted to help-
ing Georgians understand the state’s
consumer laws.

The site, at www.myConsumer-
Rights.com, offers detailed informa-
tion on everything from credit cards
and auto accidents to predatory lend-
ing and financing a car.

If you still have a question after
cruising through the site’s offerings,
you can click on the “Ask Roy” link to
go directly to Barnes e-mail address.

Barnes said the new site, which
was a year in the making, resulted
from frequent inquiries to his office
from consumers and lawyers trying
to determine how the law applied in
disputes with lenders, car dealers and

other retailers.

“We get calls all the time, ‘Can
they do this?” That’s the question,”
Barnes said.

The Web siteanswers most of those
questions by spelling out Georgia’s
consumer protections, orlackthereof.
“One of the things that is a shocker to
us is how little protection we have in
Georgia,’ Barnes said. And that’s one
of the points of the site. “I want them
to understand what few protections
they have,” Barnes said.

After losing the governor’s job
to Sonny Perdue in 2002, Barnes
founded the Barnes Law Group.
The firm focuses on helping average
Georgians take on big corporations
and industries.

Barnes’ high-profile cases include
seven class-action lawsuits against
payday lenders. He also led a legal at-
tackagainstretailers who sell gift cards
that come with expiration dates and
fees that can drain a card of its value.

Campus goes wireless

Getting connected to the world
wide web s easier than ever now that
wireless Internet is available in the
Henderson Library.

There is a printer on the circula-
tion desk that students can use to
hook up their laptops if they need
to print. Students can also use jump
drivesto saveinformation from their
laptops, then print from computers
thatarealready connected tolibrary
printers,

CampusIT workersare currently
working so students will be able to
print using a wireless connection.

“During this temporary phase
of construction the library has less
computers, so the student tech fee
provided us with 18 wireless laptops
to let students check out at the cir-
culation desk,’ said Head of Systems
Department David Lowder. “This
willallow students to work in groups
or use the computers anywhere in
the library.”

Library employee Peggy Miley
said, “Students will be allowed to

. checkout thewirelesslaptopsfor two
. hoursand there will bea 15- minute

assistance time to make sure that
students bring the computer back
in good condition.”

The check out time is 8 a.m. to
12 am. and the assistance time is
from 8 a.m. to 7 p.m. Ifyou damage
the computer the replacement cost
is $1400.

“Students will not be allowed to
takethelaptops outside of the build-
ing,” said Lowdet.

According to Network Coordina-
tor Savitri Jayaraman, the connection
is secure because it is centrally con-
trolled in the Information Technol-
ogy building.

Henderson library computers
were cutfromabout330to 150, sothe
wireless will allow more students to
use the Internet during renovation.
After the renovation is complete,

~ the library should have more than

400 computers, plus more wireless
Internet availability throughout the
building.

There are two different ways for
students to be allowed access at the
library: GSU guestand GSU campus,
The GSU guest connection lets users
surftheInternetbutdoesnotgivethe
users access to campus resources.

If a student just wants to check
his or her e-mail, then having a

GSU guest connection is all they
would need. Students using GSU
campus connection gives access to
campus resources in addition to
the Internet.

For a GSU campus connection
users mustbeauthenticated through
Clean Access. Everything on your
computerisupto date tobe compat-
ible and Clean Access makes sure
this possible.

If a student is using GSU guest
it will not take long to log on, but
using GSU campus will take longer,
because of all the information that
needs to be downloaded, Lowder
said.

The library is not the only un-
plugged facility on campus.

‘The Russell Union s also getting
wireless accessinstalled, said Associ-

ate Director of Student Affairs Jeff

Herrington.

Currently, the Russell Union
has two data ports in every meeting
room, so that people can hook up
their laptops to get the hard-wired
Internet. The processshould be done
by spring semester.

“Eventually the whole campus
will have wireless Internet, it is just
an expensive process, said Her-
rington.

The state’s forest industry, a size-

able chunk of which can be found in i

middle Georgia, had a $16.1 billion
economic impact last year. That's 14
percent higher than in 2004, accord-
ing to a Georgia Tech report released
this month. The industry’s nearly

-67,700 jobs keep it among the top in

the state.

“It’s a big part of the economy
around these parts,” said Scott
Thackston, aforesterwith the Georgia
Forestry Commission who works in
sixmiddle Georgia counties. “Theresa
lot of wood and forest in this area.”

The tree business touches private
forest owners, land managers, timber
companies, forestry consultants, log-
gers, timber buyers, paper producers,
furniture makers, home, builders,
nearly anyone whose livelihood can
be traced back to the available supply
of woody raw materials.

The industry’s total impact last
year, including indirect economic
effects on local communities, was

$26 billion. Among all of Georgia’s -

manufacturing industries, forestry
rankssecond behind food processing,
based on compensation to employees
and proprietors. And based on the
total number of jobs, it ranks third,
behind textiles and food processing,
the report said.

Although the industry appears
to be on sound footing, it also is in a
period of transition, Thackston said.
Many of the major timber companies

aremerging or selling off theirland to
smaller investment groups; he said.

Those new owners may not just
harvest trees from their property, but
may useitfor huntingand other recre-
ational‘aspects as well. Other chunks
ofland maybeslated for development,
like Houston County’s 20,000 acre
Oaky Woods Wildlife Management
Area. Once part of a massive timber
tractowned by the Weyerhaeuser Co.,
it was sold in 2004 to a consortium of
developers.

Driving the land sales, Thackston
suggested, are rising property taxes as
urban areas sprawl further outward.
Large companies that once owned
land to ensure that they could feed
a continuous supply of timber into
their mills are finding it's cheaper to
buy the wood and let landowners pay
the taxes, he said.

“You don't have as large of a con-
tinuous tract of timber as you once
did;” he said.

A major market for timber prod-
ucts, the building industry, can play
a substantial role in the health of the
forest industry.

* Building products and other

housing needs, such as windowsand

manufactured homes, showed sig-
nificant growth in 2005, said Nathan
McClure, energy and development
director for the Georgia Forestry
Commission.

“The housing market was very
strong last year,” he said. “It reached a
33-year high and provided significant

Campuses cash in on
students” urge to buy

residence halls at the University of

Once content
to sell sweat
shirts from a
generic cam-
pus store and
meals from a mess hall, universi-
ties are entering into increasingly
sophisticated arrangements with
national retailers, allowing more
franchises directly on campus, At
UCE many of the stores set to open
in the coming weeks are attached

*directly to the dorms, across from a
basketball arenaunder construction
with its own set of chain stores.

“This much impulse buying on
the way to class could be hurtful,”
said Boston Russell, a 20-year-old
sophomore from Longwood, Fla,
who is among the first living in the
newdorms on theedge ofapine for-
estinsuburban Orlando. The design,
he said, is “letting these companies
have a free shot at us when we walk
by three times a day for class”

College towns with quirky health
food and rare book stores have long
beenastapleat traditional universi-

ties, but many schools are placing
retail on campusandcollectingrents_
to subsidize operations and attract,
students. “We're a public university,
but we want to adopt some of the
best practices of the private sector,”
said Bill Merck, vice president for
administration and finance at

But even
that model
has changed.
The University of
Pennsylvania began aggressively

Five Georgia Southern football
players earned All-Southern Confer-
ence honors, announced the league
office Wednesday. The league’s head
coaches voted three Eagles to the
First Team and another two to the
Second Team.

Junior Jayson Foster was named
First Team wide receiver and Sec-
ond Team return specialist. Senior
defensive lineman Charrod Taylor
and senior linebacker John Mohring
joined Foster on theFirst Team. Senior
center Lance Wayne and sophomore
defensive back Brandon Jackson
earned Second Team honors.

Mohring finishes his career as a
three-time All-SoCon honoree as he
repeated as a First Team selection.
Taylorearned Second Team accolades
last year.

Mohring was part of the Buck Bu-
chanan Award ‘Watch List'for national
Defensive Player of the Year until the
final ballot. He led the Eagle defense,
andranked third in theleague, averag-
ing 9.3 tackles per game. The senior
outside linebacker was second in the
SoCon with 14.0 tackles for a loss,
andheintercepted twopasses. During
his four-year career Mohring finished
with 302 tackles, fifth among the GS
all-time leaders.

Taylor ended the season with a ca-
reer-high ninetackles against Central
Arkansas, finishing second overall
with 48 tackles. He also recorded 6.5
tackles for a loss, four quarterback
hurries and two sacks.

Foster led the Eagles, and ranked
fourth in the SoCon, averaging 117
all-purposeyards per game. He caught
ateam-leading 33 passes (fourth-most

3. BE VAGUE, If you don’t know the person
well or haven’t seen them in a while, don’t
assume they are still working for a specific com-
pany or they are still married, etc. Instead of
“How’s the wife?”” maybe ask “How’s the fami-
ly?* Or instead of “How’s the job at the newspa-
per?” ask “What’s been going on with work?”

4. AVOID CONFLICT. Tve done alittle bit
of reading on communication and happiness, and
one of the things I often come across, where peo-
ple get into trouble, is when they insist on being ,
right,” Erkel says. “About 99 percent of the time,
being right doesn’t really matter. If someone says
a car is a nice shade of blue, but it doesn’t look
blue, there’s absolutely no reason to be right. It’s
better not to take a position. Be agreeable.”

5. YOU DON'T HAVE TO SPILL YOUE
EUTS, If you're a private person, that's OK.
You can still engage in small talk and keep your
private life just that, Erkel says. *You have a pri-
vate life and a social life,” he says. “Small talk
doesn’t mean that you’re opening up your per-
sonal life. You're just navigating and socializing
through any given day.”

6. Focus. It's OK not to talk to everyone. If
you get a good conversation going, then run with
it and build that relationship. “In my experience
it’s been much more valuable to have a good
conversation with one person in a limited amount
of time versus trying to talk to 20 or 30 people,”
Erkel says.

7. LEARN T LISTEM. Some people may
not be the best talkers, and Peters says that there

the conversation. “Some people may have dis-
tracting mannerisms, or be all over the board, or
be really boring,” he says. “But ... I always try to
find something that’s usable.

8. TELL A STORY. While Peters encourages
small talkers to do a lot of listening, inevitably
someone is going to ask you a question.

“Don’t just say, ‘T had a great day.” Tell them
a story,” he says. “People love stories, be it
something that happened at work or with the
family. It’s more interesting than facts or state-
ments.” It's also a great way for people to
remember you. “I can run into someone I met 10
years ago who won’t remember my name, but
they’ll remember the story.”

9. WATCH YOUR BODY LANGUAGE.
Uncross those arms. Look them straight in the:
eye. “Your body language will betray you if it
doesn’t match your words,” Erkel says. y

Peters also says that too much movement can
distract the listener from what you are trying to
say. “Gestures and moyvements should have
meaning,” he adds. “Step forward to make a
point, or step back and open your arms when
you expect someone to react.”

10. PRACTICE, “If somebody’s bashful or not
tremendously comfortable with small talk, make
it a project or personal goal to improve,” Erkel
says. “Continue to experiment with waiters,
clerks in stores, etc. Set a goal to open up the
door to conversation.”

WINDOWS

Make sure they're locked. It's important to keep blinds shut and shades
down at night and when you’re away, You want to block a burglar’s view of
what's inside your apartment:

Wireless alarms that operate with magnetic trips can be used on windows.
They often come with anti-theft stickers.

LIGHTS

It’s important to make sure lights come on at night. This can be done using
_ something as simple asa sensor in a table lamp that automatically illuminates
‘when it’s dark or by using a programmable timer. More sophisticated light-
control systems cost about $100.

PHONE

Turn off the ringer when you're away Burglars are savvy at connecting resi-
‘dents’ names with phone numbers, Sometimes they stand outsideanapartment
‘and dial the tenant’s number. If no one picks up, the burglar breaks in. But if
‘the phone ringer is off, the burglar thinks he dialed the wrong number.
