Just over a year after taking Attorney Mi-
chael Hostilo hostage in his downtown office,
Robbie and Connie Brower were found guilty
on more than 20 counts, last Friday.

On Jan. 16,2006, the two stormed into the
office, wearing what officers and bystanders
believed were explosives; taking Hostilo and
three secretaries hostage. They released the
three:secretaries early, but duct taped Hostilo
and threatened him with violence until the
next day. Investigators later determined that
the devices worn by the Browers were not
explosive. '

After three hours and 20 minutes of de-
liberation, the jury found the couple guilty
of four counts of kidnapping, two counts of
possession of a hoax device, two counts apiece
of terrorist threats and possession of a firearm
duringthe commission ofa crime, accordingto
the Statesboro Herald. The jury found Robbie

Brower not guilty of aggravated assault with

Bulloch County Superior Court Judge
Gates Peed sentenced the pair to five years
each for their two counts of terroristic threats,
five years for possession of a knife during the
commission ofa felony, and one year for each
charge of possession of a hoax device.

The sentences added up to 97 years each,
with Robbie Brower to serve 85 years and
Connie Brower to serve 65 years.

The Statesboro Herald quoted statements
by the two during their closing arguments,
when Connie and Robbie Brower took the
stand.

“I would like to apologize. I know now
thatthe way we went about it was wrong;” said
Connie Brower. “I didn’t realize how far it was
goingtogo... I'veneverbeenin trouble before.
I've never done anythinglike this, but I always
stuck by my husband no matter what?”

Robbie Brower asked the judge to be
merciful with his wife, and talked about the
1995 hammer attack conviction in which
he claims Hostilo gave him bad advice and

intent to kill.

Growing clean fuel

In his State of the Union speech,
President Bush once again reminded
Americans of the country’saddiction
to foreign oil.

He suggested Americansincrease
use of alternative fuels, fuels made
from materials other than petro-
leum.

In Georgia, the solution to the
addiction could be no farther than
the backyard. The solution could
be as simple as the sap in pine trees,
according to Georgia Tech biochem-
ists. Pine trees are a readily available
alternative to gasoline.

“We can certainly convert pine;”.
said Georgia Tech chemistry and
biochemistry professor Arthur
Ragauskas. “We are doing this as a
research team on the Georgia Tech
campus, to ethanol?”

Ragauskas and his team of re-
searchersat Georgia Techare perfect-
ingamethodtobreak down pine chips
intoethanol. Itbegins with extracting
the sugars thatare a partofthe wood’s
chemistry,

“Break down the sugars, down to
the glucose,” Ragauskas explained to
11Alives Marc Pickard. “And once
you have glucose, then you're in the
regime of fermenting the sugars to
ethanol, and then it'sa simple separa-
tion process.”

The apparent problems with

petroleum are obvious: the three P’s,
pollution, price and politics.

“Sixty percent of the oil we use
in this country, we buy from foreign
producers,” said Ragauskas. “Thegoal
of the biofuel industry is to cut that
number in half, which would mean
that, for the most part, we could stop
doing business with the countries that
don't like us very much.”

Its a popular idea with professors
at Georgia Tech. I think it's time we
do somethingabout polluting. There’s
too many of us drivingand I think it’s
agoodidea,” said Ragauskas. “Itwould
reduce our dependency on imported
oil from other countries, and number
two it’s good for the environment.”

The biofuel wave is building in
this nation during our struggles with
pollution and obtaining oil.

“Asawoodchemist, fivetosixyears
ago,noonewasreallyinterested inour
resume. Nowadays, it has just rede-
fined everything,” Ragauskas said.

Biofuel from pine trees would
energize rural Georgia, where they
would be grown and processed,
providing jobs and income. It won't
be long.

“At the pump, I think you you'll
see it within two years,” he said. With
the advancements in science, Dr.
Ragauskas said he expects ethanol
from pine trees to perform as well
as gasoline, with the advantage of
being a renewable resource, at a cost
of around $1.10 a gallon.

Clinton said she was
misled on Iraq war

Onthesecond day ofher campaign
swing across the state, Sen. Hillary
Rodham Clinton, D-N.Y,, confronted
her vote for the invasion of Iraq by
saying she was misled, and she called
on President Bush to provide a solu-
tion before leaving the White House
in 2009.

“Ilive with this every day,” Clinton
told a standing-room-only crowd

Sunday in this Mississippi River com-
munity. “The president is determined
to move forward on a plan that won't
succeed. He should extricate the
country before he leaves office”

The remarks were Clinton’s first
statements in a public setting on the
war since arriving in lowa on Satur-
day for a “conversation with lowans”
campaign touracross the state, whose
January 2008 presidential caucus
promises to be hotly contested by fel-

lowDemocratsincluding former Sen,
John Edwardsof North Carolina, Sen,
Barack ObamaofIllinois, former Iowa
Gov. Tom Vilsack and others.

Yet Clinton said no matter how
much she disapproves of the war’s
progress, she would not vote to cut
funding for U.S. troops.

The Lady Eagles took charge to
begin the new half, going on a 13-4
scoring run in the first five minutes.

With 15:04 on the clock, Georgia
Southern held a 34-30 advantage.

Thelead changed three more times
in the next five minutes, ultimately
regained by Furman when Melissa
Liebschwager’s fast break layup with
10:51 remaining putthe LadyPaladins
up by one, 38-37.

Over the nextfiveminutes, Furman
wentona17-4 scoring run, topped by
Courtney Opie’s free throw, and the
Lady Paladins held a 55-41 advantage
with 5:56 on the clock.

GSU was able to close the gap to
nine points when Carolyn Whitney
buried a triple with just under two

minutes remaining. Butwith GSU in
foul troubleand Furman inbonus foul
shooting, GSUslateattempts to regain
possession of the ball sent the Lady
Paladins to the line 16 times in less
than two minutes. Whitney’s 12 points
in two minutes, including a trio of
three-pointers and three free-throws,
was matched by Furman’s 12 points
from the charity stripe, and the Lady
Paladins avoided GSU’s late rally.

“The bottom line is we just can't
put together a complete game right
now; whether it’s free throws or re-
bounding. Tiffany and Carolyn did a
good job scoring, but we just can't get
consistent scoring out of our guards
and then when you don’t have an

Feathered dinosaur expert on campus today

World-renowned dino-
saur expert, Philip J. Currie,
will present a lecture “Feathered
Dinosaursand the Origins of Birds”
tonightat7 p.m.atthe Nesmith Lane
Continuing Education Building
auditorium,

The Canadian scientist said that
his interest in dinosaurs was deyel-
oped when he was a kid.

Asanadult, he continues to work
on dinosaurs, making notable con-
tributions to the world of paleontol-
ogy by studying the rich Cretaceous
ecosystem of Dinosaur Park, one of
the largest dinosaur track sites, and

byestablishingthelinkbetweenbirds

and dinosaurs.

“His cutting-edge discovery that
birds are the direct descendents of
mieat-eatingdinosaursisinvaluableto
theworld,” said Brent Tharp, director
of Georgia Southern’s museum.

Currie is the Canada Research
chairin the department of biological
sciences at the University of Alberta
in Alberta, Canada, home of the
Dinosaur Provincial Park, also
known as “the dinosaur capital of
the world”. Seventymillion years ago,
the region was a subtropical paradise
populated by the creatures we now
know as dinosaurs. Paleontologists
have discovered fossils and bones of
dinosaurs over the years.

In his lecture, Currie will talk

about his 1996 discovery of “feath-

ered” dinosaurs in Liaoning Prov-
ince in China. Feathered dinosaurs
are regarded as transitional fossils
between birds and dinosaurs, which
is the convincing proof for Curries
theoryofthehnkage between thetwo.
Since their first discovery in China,
many more fossils have been found
all around the world.

“So far, there have not been fos-
sils of feathered dinosaurs found
anywhere in North America, said
Tharp. “But that does not mean there
are none.”

Currie, who is a former curator
of dinosaurs at the Royal Tyrrell Mu-
seumofPaleontology in Drumheller,
Alberta, has published 62 scientific
articles, 75 popular articles and five
books.
