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Students express

need for

county

transport system

Whilesomestudentsaredriving
around campus in their “hot rides;”
many other studentsarestill relying
on their feet as their only means of
transportation.

Freshmen and international
students are the two most common
groups of studerits who donot have
any access to cars, and have trouble
getting to stores around town.

Although the Southern Express
provides transportations to and
from campus, students are in des-
perate need for a bus system that
will take them across town.

“I wish there is a bus that can
at least take me to Wal-Mart,” said
Hebe Zhang, an exchange student
visiting Georgia Southern from Hu
Bei, China

“It is almost impossible to walk

- from my.apartment.to Wal-Mart

or to.any restaurants,” said Zhang,
referring to the Campus Courtyard
apartment across campus.

When she is hungry and the
fridge is empty, Zhang has to either
phoneher friends toaskforarideor
ride her bicycle to her destination.

“But I try not to use my bicycle

_ outsideofcampusbecausethereisn't

a bicycle route;” said Zhang, “It’s a
bit dangerous especially if I have to
go through highway 301"

The prospect of a countywide
bus system, however, is currently
not looking so bright.

“Thebiggest questioniswhether
it is financially feasible or not,” said
George Woods, city manager of

Statesboro.

“Sure, it will benefit some per-
centage of the population, but the
rest of them will have to contribute
totheprojectwhethertheywillmake
use of it or not,” said Woods.

Woods said that just like the
Southern Express is made possible
by student fees and that a county-
wide transit system will have to be
subsidized by the taxpayers.

But just how expensive is it to
employ a bus system?

“The cost to operate the South-
ern Express, which runs 12 buses, is
over$1 million each year.” said Bob
Chambers, director of parking and
transportation.

“That is why you will find that
most transit systems nationwide
are not paid for by themselves
because they are so expensive;” said
Chambers. “They usually involve
taxpayers.’

Even though funding is always
the big roadblock for a better
transportation system, the city of’
Statesboro is aware of the prob-
lem.

According to Chambers, thereis
a study being done by the Coastal
Georgia Regional Development
Council to see whether there is a
significant need for a transit system
in Bulloch County.

“They have hired a consultant
to analyze the situation,” said
Chambers.

“Ifthere are enough needs. then
they will go out and look for funds
to meet the needs of the people,’
said Chambers. “So we'll just have
to wait and see.”

Itisno secret that the use of fossil fuels
hasnegativelyimpacted ourenvironment
and atmosphere.

Information from the Center for
Disease Control’s Agency for Toxic Sub-
stances and Disease Registry indicates
that use of man-made fossil fuels are one
of the main reasons for the rising levels of
Sulfur and CO2 in the atmosphere.

Modern Americans have become
heavily dependent on fossil fuels to
function from day to day. These fuels dre
limited and eventually there will be no
choice left but to turn to another source
for energy. A

“I think that will affect America in
some of thebest ways possible;” said fresh-
man Kyle Amezcua.

Kazakhstan professor hopes to
find better health for country

Developing nations’ governments
like Kazakhstan often overlook the
importance of publichealth programs.
Publichealth programsseektoprevent
rather than treat a disease through
research, community building and the

promotion of healthy behaviors.
" Saulet Nurtayeva, an assistant
professor in the department of oncol-
ogyand radiology at West Kazakhstan
Medical School, is all too familiar with
the necessity of publichealth programs
in developing nations,

NurtayevaisvisitingtheJiann-Ping
Hsu College of Public HealthatGeorgia
Southern thissemesterasaguestofthe
US. Department of State under the
Junior Faculty Development Program,
which encourages exchange of faculty
between countries.

“Before Kazakhstansindependence
fromthe US.S.R.,wehad noschoolsfor
public health.” said Nurtayeva. “They
were all schools of medicine. They
educated doctors to treat our diseases,
but the population was not worried
about prevention. There was no need
toworrybecausetreatment wasreadily
available and cost was covered by the
government.”

Following Kazakhstan’s indepen-
dence, however, the people of the

country faced the downside of having
a new government with a need for
neweconomic, educationand medical
systems. The need for public health
education is inevitable especially in
the area of tobacco use.

“In the US,, public health educa-
tion has been able to reduce tobacco
use and lung cancer;” said Nurtayeva.
“Wed also like to be able to do that in
Kazakhstan and do it quickly”

Charles Hardy, dean of Jiann-Ping
HsuCollege of Public Health, is pleased
to have a chance to collaborate with
such a dedicated scholar.

“We have a chance to compare the
condition ofourregionand theirregion
in Kazakhstan to see how they differ
and why,” said Hardy.

Hardy also said that Nurtayeva
came not only to learn more-about
research and grant writing but also to
experience America and its culture.

“We're looking forward to have her
share her culture with us;” said Hardy.
“And hopefully we are able to develop
a study abroad program for students
and a faculty exchange program to
Kazakhstan?

Nurtayeva said she is grateful
to be part of this faculty exchange
experience.

“What I learn here will help me
find ways to bring better health to the
people of Kazakhstan,” she said.

said.

Fischer, who graduated from Clax-
ton (Ga.)

She started out with an undeclared
major, considered music education
and physical therapy, and ended up
in the Paulson College of Science and
Technology.

Her goal after medical school is to
return to rural Georgia to serve as a
primary care physicianinafamily prac-
tice—maybe even in her hometown.

In her Scholars Day speech, Fischer
plans to touch on her experiences
gained at GSU, such as participation
instudy abroad, student organizations,
campusinvolvement, and relationships
with mentors.

“My goal is to encourage all the
incoming students to come involved
outside of the classroom,” she said,

Here’s a conversation starter:
“What gives?” Consultants, linguists
and political scientists will tell you
that “conversation” carries profound
connotations.

Somecallitarhetorical shotacross
the bow, signaling that our elected
leaders haven't been listening to you,
as we surely will. Some say the word

found new life in cyberspace, where
blogs and discussion boards invite
‘conversation” (and choose to call it
that, as opposed to what others call
unbridled rants).

Even President Bush, a self-de-
scribed “decider;” availed himselftoa
“Conversation on Medicare Prescrip-
tion Drug Benefits,” as the White
House press office billed the event
last year. When appearing in Florida,
however, Bush never used the c-word
in his speech.

More than-a few experts — and,
more importantly; at least one come-
dian — argue it's a gender thing.

The Georgia Southern swimming and diving
team finished up the final day of the Northeast
Conference Championships with 610 points and a
program best second place finish.

The finals portion of day three competition
started offwith sophomore Nicole Hutchison claim-
ing the title in the 3-meter Dive with 192.95 points.
The crown was Hutchison'ssecond career titlein the
event and first ever conference championship.

GSU continued to show dominance with the
second event, the 1650y Free. Sophomore Heather
Jones demolished her previous personal best time
of 18:13.84 with a sixth place finish of 17:42.87; an
improvement bf 31 seconds.

The mark s also a new school record that previ-
ously stood at 17:42.95 (a 0.08 second difference),
held by Jennifer Mayhew since 1997.

In the 200y Breast, the Eagles controlled the top
five claiming spots one, three and four. Freshman
Mackenzie Garrot obtained her second conference
title of 2007 clocking in at a career best 2:22.30. Ju-
nior Kimberly Morris and newcomer Ashley White
finished back-to-back at third and fourth. Morris’
time 0f 2:25.29 is a season high while White’s mark
of 2:25.64 is a career best.

The final event of day three was the 400y Free
Relay. Sophomore Katelyn Woolfolk, freshman Jor-
dyn Pasley, junior Amanda Gerdeman and freshman
Courtney Martz tapped in at a season best 3:36.82
and claimed third place. All-in-all, GSU competed
for three individual titles, 30 careét-best marks,

27, 1941, he attended public schools
before going off to boarding school at
Baylor School, a military academy in
Chattanooga, Tennessee.

Taking on insurance companies,
he spent much of his political career
pressing for a “patients’ bill of rights”
aimed at giving consumers better ac-
cess to care, including greater ability
to sue insurers.

He married his wife, Gloria, in
1962 while at Georgia Southern Col-
lege. He earned a doctorate in dental
surgery from Georgetown University
in Washington, volunteered for the
Army and served a combat tour in
Vietnam in 1968, earning two Bronze
Stars.

He is survived by his wife, two
sons, Charles and Carlton, and four
grandchildren.

The family scheduled a public
visitation Wednesday and public
memorial service Thursday; both in
Augusta.
