The Jaguars improved to 9-4 overall and 4-0 in Sun Belt action, while Georgia Southern fell to 8-8 overall and 1-3 in league play. The Eagles will wrap up their weekend

South Alabama won the doubles point by taking wins at the bottom two doubles spots. The Jaguars then clinched the match with straight-set wins at the top five singles
spots. Elizabeth Goines won her first set against Diana Monsalve at No. 6 singles, but ended up losing a third-set 10-point tiebreaker.
