The next great revolution in the use

steel will be the building of com- |
plete steel freight cars. ' The cost of |
@ stoel car fifteen years ago, says the
Rallroad Gasette, would have been |
soveral times that of a wooden car,
ing its use | fcable, To-
day it is possible to bulld & complete
stesl car for about the same cost, per |
ton carrying capacity, as a wooden
car, and the advantages from the
transportation point of view are very
great. The saving in dead weight is a
large factor in this direction, as also
is the saving In repairs, and Incidental-
1y the absence of risk from fire, while
the life of the car would be, say, three
times as great,

For example, take & saving of 5,000
pounds per car in dead weight as com-
pared with the wooden ¢ar of equal
capacity in an equipment of 1,000 cars; |
that means the saving in haulage of
15,000,000 pounds, or 2,600 net tons, It
has been computed that it costs in
round figures $10 per annum to haul
one ton of dead weight on the basis
of the average mileage made per car
per annum. This would mean a sav-
ing of $25,002,000 per annum on 1,000
cars alone (saylng nothing about the
saving in repairs), a sum equal to the
interest on thelr cost. Applying this
to thp 1,250,000 cars which constitute
the frelght equipment of the United
States, the saving would amount to the
enormous sum of $381,250,000. Of
oourse, these cars cannot be so altered
as to effect this saving. It should,
however, serve as an object lesson,
and cause every rallroad man, charged
with the responsibilities regarding the
possible economics In this direction, to
look well and carefully into every-
thing which will tend to lessen the dead
welght and produce a permanent
structure, such as may ‘be found in a
completed steel frelght car,

CURIOUS CLOCKS!

ln!omlhw Specimens of Timepleces
hich Have Been Made.

‘The origin of the clock is unknown,
but such timepleces were known in
Italy as early as the tenth century.
Bome think they were first invented by
the Baracens, From that time many
elaborate and whimasical designs were
constructed, and those which wereskil-
fully and wonderfully made’ brought
fabulous prices, An old Itallan sol-
dler, who served prior to 1689, con-
structed one of the most curlous of
these, By its mechanism the figure ot
a tortolse was made to drop into &
plate of water, having the hours marked
on its rim. The figure would float
around and stop at the prcper hour,
telling the time llke “a learned pig."
A lizard also was made In the same
timekeeper to ascend a pillar on which
the hours were marked and point out
the same thing by creeping along an
hour-marked cornice. The figure of a
golden cock that flapped its wings
twice with the approach of the houra
ond crowed twice was also & popular
favorite for ancient timekeepers,

Of the various specimens that might
be given of the carly designs of the
clockmakers' art not the least inter-
esting are the several types of lamp
clocks, One of these was of a kind
quite common in the seventeenth cen-
tury, and consisted of a lamp burner
placed at the base of a glass ofl re-
ceptacle mounted vertically upon a suit-
able standard. The oll reservolr had
attached to It a scale, facing the burner
and showing the hours, beginning at
4 o'clock in the arwernoon, at whicn
time the lamp was to be lighted in the
winter, and ending at 7 o'clock in the
morning. The lamp being lighted, the
gradually descending level of oil, as
combustion proceeded, marked the
hours. Another device—of later origin,
dating back to the beginning of the
present century—utilized the same

tral railread system of Georgis, which
ran a stenmship line to Now York and
Boston as well.

Shortly afterwarls Mr. Calhoun
joined with Mr. John Inman in the
West Point Termival management and
secured control of it, thus joining the
twn properties and ernsing the ‘name
of the Central," making the whole sys-
tem the Richmond and Danville.
There were enemies of Mr, Calhoun in
Georgin who took advantage of the ex-
citability of the people, and used this
consolidation in order to make war
upon the railronds,

The section of the constitution under
which this attack was made was what
is known as the competitive clanse,
which had been drafted by Robert
Toombw in=tlie ‘@eorgin state conyen-
tion in 1877, the purpose of which was
to prevent the consolidation of com-
peting lines, While the two lines
which the legislature of Georgia was
asked to take charge of were widely
separate so fur as their physical conti-
guity in Georgia was concerned, yet,
as a whole, from Georgin to New York
they were supposed to be in competi-
tion, the one Dby ocean, the other
overland, but that competition was in
territory removed from the limits of
Georgin.

The legislative fight which followed
the introduction of Mr. Olive's bill
was naotable in that it brought before
the legislature the most distinguished
railroad men in the conntry, as well as
the strongest men in favor of limiting
the powers and opportunities of the
railroad companies. The bill was
amended ont of existence, and finally
went to defeat, but xo long continued
was the debate and so great the in-
terest taken in it throughout the union,
that the name of Mr.Olive had become
just as well known as that of anyactive
leader in the national house of repre-
sentatives, - The controversy went
through two sessions of the legisla-
ture before it died out.
