QuestioN, — Is there any remedy
known for the ¥'yellows" in peach trees?

AnsweR.—Very many efforts have
been made to cure this apparently wnys-
terlous and most destructive disease,
but all withont avail. Even the canse
of the disease has not yot beon deter
mined with certninty. We do know
that it {a highly contagions, and liable
to attack the most vigorons trees of a
age, especially when in bloom. It
also known to be hereditary. Thae only
plan so far used snocesafally for fighting
this disense is to cut down and burn the
tree, root and branch. By this herolo
treatment tho disease may at lenst be
held in check. Good care and thorough
cultivation appear to ronder the trees
less linble to attack, thongh they by no
meéafg seoure immunity from it. .
