chiefly of an irritant natare, though in
@ fow narcotic principles are to be
found. Thoe virulence of the poison
yaries very much, but there are very
fow individuals of this order whic
are inert. The varfoun spocios of hut-
tercups havo all irritaut properties,
and in the absence of botter drugs
they liave oconsionally been used as
veslcatorics. Cows avoid buttercups,
but bogs and some other animals can
eat them with impunity. The active
principle is voltile, so that when the
utteroups are dried with hay or ex-
sed to the air they becomo inert.
Luckily, the buttercup, thongh pretty
to look at, doea not usually tempt tho
ohildren to eat it wholesale, otherwise
cases of poisoning might be lesa raro
than they fortunately are at present.
