One of the nation's earliest discoveries of gold was made in the
Dablonega region In 1828. For years, there was a United States mint
here turning out millions 01 dollars worth of coins. It was abandoned
In 1861.

Although the rich strikes in Calilornia in 1848-491ured many hope­
ful. westward, north Gcorgia mining operations were continued until
wen into this century. 'l'here is still enough gold in the hills for every­
one to strike it rich.

The Dig Duck mine was originally discovered after the War Betwccn
the States and, like other mines in the area, was IJrodutllive until tho
1930's. Nearby is an old stamp mill or are crusher, once used to extract
the metnl from ore.

Owner of the Big Buck, E. C. Doyd, is alwnys on hand to show you
the art of panning gold. Placer or loose gravel in the sluice Llox is con­

tinually washed by the cool waters or Ward's Creek. After rour or five
minutes of panning out the lurie rocks, mud and other dehris only
heavy, black sand is left. It is in this sand that you will find your
treasure.

Mr. Boyd's policy is that no one goes home empty·lmnded. Besides
the gold, there are some other extras you might find.
